RE: Regulations Amending the Democratic Republic of the Congo Regulations

OSFI has been informed by Foreign Affairs Canada that the Governor in Council has brought
into force Regulations Amending the Democratic Republic of the Congo Regulations, P.C.
2005-1722, SOR/2005-306. These new Regulations came into force on October 4, 2005 and
are published in the Canada Gazette, Part 2.

The regulations have provisions to implement, among other things, a requirement for anyone
in Canada, including Canadian financial institutions, to freeze any property in their possession
or control belonging to persons designated by the United Nations as subject to the asset freeze.
The Security Council has established a committee to designate those persons who will be
subject to the asset freeze in respect of these Regulations. A list of persons has been
designated and their names published on November 1, 2005. The names are located on the UN
