Means a recording, fixed in any material form,
consisting of sounds, whether or not of a performance
of a work, but excludes any soundtrack of a
cinematographic work where it accompanies the
cinematographic work.

Means radio waves transmitted through space without
any artificial guide, for reception by the public.
