The
operating licence would also allow the continued operation of radioisotope laboratories and the
continued decommissioning of five shutdown nuclear facilities.

The public is invited to comment on the application either by oral presentation or written
submission on Hearing Day Two. Requests to intervene must be filed with the Secretary of the
Commission by May 29, 2006 at the address below. In accordance with the Canadian Nuclear
Safety Commission Rules of Procedure, requests to intervene must include a written submission
and, where applicable, the text of any oral presentation to be made to the Commission.
