» The importance of Wood & Paper; Primary
& Non-ferrous Metals and Electrical &
Electronic products in Canadian exports to
North-East declined significantly between
1995 and 2001. On the other hand, the
shares of Oil, Gas & Utilities; Chemicals,
Motor Vehicles; Refined Petroleum &
Coal; and Machinery increased
significantly.
