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VISION FOR THE FUTURE

Parliament Hill is the place visited by almost all who come to the
Capital, a familiar image that Canadians see during a ceremonial
event or a national celebration such as Canada Day, or while
watching the news. The Parliament buildings, the statues and
commemorations, and the pageantry of ceremonial functions bring
our democracy to life. On Parliament Hill, visitors walk among
the heroes and the institutions of our government, exploring and
learning about the political centre of our country. This site has
been witness for more than a hundred years to Canadians that
gather to celebrate, honour, demonstrate, mourn and express
their collective feelings. While Parliament Hill must be a secure
workplace, it must also remain open to the public and security
must not detract from its value as symbol and Capital destination.

landmark in the nation, Canada’s Promenade
but there are few to interpret heritage features

e A new promenade — Canada’s Promenade
— offers spectacular views of the Ottawa
River Valley, the Gatineau Hills and a
highly significant cultural landscape
containing Canada’s most important
political institutions. This promenade
connects the parliamentary and judicial
precincts, adjacent to one of the most
important complexes of neo-gothic
buildings in the world.
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
