Contact the Canadian embassy, high commission or consulate closest to your home for information on fees
and accepted methods of payment. The processing fee must be paid before you submit your application.

Photos

Two (2) citizenship photos (refer to the form Citizenship Photograph Specifications - CIT 0021)

Write the name of the person on the back of the photos. Adults and children 14 years of age and older
must sign their name in black or blue ink in the white signature area below each photo. Do not print. For
children under 14 years of age, leave the signature strip blank and print the name of the child on the back
of the photos. Put both signed photos in the small envelope provided or in your own envelope. Do not
staple, glue or otherwise attach the photos directly to the application.
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
