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WORKSHOP NOTES – Oct 28 2003

UPGRADING GEOLOGICAL DATASETS FOR GDR

· Cartographers may be asked to upgrade previously released data for the GDR

· The Upgrading Geological Data Sets to GDR.doc check list is available in the Data Conversion section of the Knowledge Base page of our Web site

· Make a copy and follow the steps

· Once you are done with all the steps in the check list, prepare the dataset for a digital check

DIGITAL CHECKING

· Instructions will be included in the new QAI and a section will be added to the checking guide

· New section to be added to control form for sign off

· When the map is completed and ready for release, the Production Coordinator will add the map in the Status and map upgrade.xls spreadsheet and the cartographer will prepare the map for a digital check

· The cartographer will then notify the Production Coordinator that the map is ready for digital check

· The digital data check will be done by (designated person) using the Digital Checking Template.doc available in the Database Conversion section of the Knowledge Base page of our Web site
· The checking report will be printed and sent to back to the cartographer, the checker will fill out the Status and map upgrade.xls spreadsheet 

· The cartographer will make all changes identified and will return the dataset for the checker to check the corrections

· Upon completion of the final check then the cartographer will create the GDR folder and the Digital Release folder using GEMS

· The Warehouse folder will then be put on Q:\Public\carto\For GDR

· -E-mail will be sent to T. Houlahan saying the Map# is ready for GDR

· The job is then ready for the archiving stage (see instructions: 2 CDs to Production Coordinator, etc.)

DIGITAL RELEASE

· Instructions will be included in the new QAI

· New section to be added to control form for sign off

· Upon completion of the final check, the cartographer will create the Digital Release folder using GEMS for a possible release

· If the map is to be released on CD, then the cartographer will follow the CDROM instructions.txt created automatically with GEMS

· After the digital_release folder has been created, there are three steps to be performed manually:

1) Create the ArcExplorer Project File

2) Create CorelDRAW files for the CD cover

3) Create the CD-ROM for digital release

GDR

· Upon completion of the final check the cartographer will create a GDR folder using GEMS

· The GDR warehouse folder will then be copied in the Q:\Public\carto\For GDR folder

TOPOGRAPHIC BASES

On April 22nd 2003 a memo was sent to cartographers regarding the labeling of contour numbers on bases. The conclusion was that we were going use whatever data was provided to us on the NTDB data, by using the automatic labeling routine in GEMS. This would reduce the amount of time necessary to convert and label the contours. Concerns were brought forward due to the fact that contour interval would not match the printed bases. After corresponding with CIT Sherbrooke, we were told that all Version 3 bases now have contours in either meters or feet and that the contour intervals match the units.
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
