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GSC Shadeset From Workstation Converted to a Style File

Posted on the Migration to ArcGIS web page http://www2.nrcan-rncan.gc.ca/ess/carto/arcgis_e.asp under the Symbols heading is the GSC shadeset from workstation converted to a style file for use in ArcGIS Desktop. Thanks to Dave Viljoen for creating this file. More symbolsets will be posted here as soon as Parm Dhesi, Roger MacLeod and myself have time to complete them.

To use the GSC shadeset style file:

· when you have added a polygon feature class in ArcMap, double click the symbol in the Table of Contents.

· this opens up the Symbol Selector window. 

· from here click on More Symbols and then select Add...  

· path to the location were you saved the file gsc_shades.style, select it, and press Open. 

· it should now be added to the list. To only show symbols from the gsc_shades.style file, uncheck other styles from the list

The symbol numbers are the same as from the GSC.SHD shadeset from workstation. The digits that comprise the number represent percentages of cyan, magenta, and yellow. For example, symbol 147 is composed of 10% cyan, 40% magenta, and 70% yellow. The following chart shows the respective percentages for each digit value:

1. 10%

2. 20%

3. 30%

4. 40%

5. 50%

6. 60%

7. 70%

8. 85%

9. 100%

The exception to this are symbols 990 to 999, where white is 990, 10% black is 991, 20% black is 992 ... and so on ... to 100% black which is 999.

If you want to display the polygons from a geology cover, created either in workstation and/or adhering to the Cartographic Digital Standards, in ArcMap you will first have to perform the above use of the gsc_shade style file before relating the field values to the symbols in the style file. After adding a polygon feature class you can:

· double click the polygon layer in the TOC (table of contents) displaying the properties window

· make sure the Symbology tab is selected

· select Categories -> Match to symbols in a style

· set the value field to GEO-SYM (if adhering to the Cartographic Digital Standards) or another field containing the symbol values

· set the Match to symbols in Style to gsc_shades.style

· press the Match Symbols button

· press OK

You will also note that if you look at the CMYK properties of the symbol they may not match the above pattern. Some have percentages of black to achieve the correct colour. This is due to the fact that the symbols in the style file were created on RGB equivalents. They are nonetheless fairly accurate, however they will be edited to exclude all black in a future version. 
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
