· ZIP File
Extract the content of the CSSCcdt9.zip file in the C:\Program Files\Corel\Graphics9\Draw\Template directory

· Custom Toolbar
Not available for CorelDRAW 9 yet but can be custom built by the user based on the CorelDRAW 7 custom toolbar (see APPENDIX A: 
Custom Toolbars for CorelDRAW 7
)

· Hot Keys
Custom Hot Keys are coded in the Descriptive Notes & References styles 9.cdt template but in CorelDRAW 9 they do not seem to display properly in the Graphic and Text Styles docker using View, Details even though they are operational.  The user can add/edit Hot Keys by right-clicking on a desired style and selecting the Edit Hot Key… option from the pop-up menu.

LOADING CUSTOM TEMPLATES, STYLES AND TOOLBARS INTO CORELDRAW

· Templates
To add the custom CSSC templates into the CorelDRAW Template wizard list:

1. Click Tools, Corel SCRIPT, Script And Preset Manager

2. From the Script and Preset Manager docker, double-click the Scripts folder

3. Double-click the tempwiz icon.  If nothing happens, open a new Corel document (click on File, and New in the menu Toolbar) and try to double-click the tempwiz again.

4. Select Add

5. Select Create a New Category

6. Select Add and type in the following name for a new category: CSSC Descriptive Notes & References, then click Next

7. Highlight the newly created CSSC Descriptive[…] category and select Add File
8. In the Look In: input field change directory to where you’ve extracted the content of the CSSCcdt9.zip, highlight one of the unzipped templates listed below and click OK.

9. Repeat step 8. for each unzipped template you would like to add

10. When finished adding all the templates, click Next and Finished
To open and use a newly added custom CSSC template:

1. Click the File button in the main toolbar and select New From Template …
2. Select CorelDRAW template and click Next
3. Highlight the CSSC Descriptive[…] category and click Next
4. Highlight a template you would like to open (i.e. Descriptive Notes 1column 9.cdt) and click Finish to start working with this new file

· Styles
To load the custom CSSC styles in your opened document or template:

1. Click the Tools button in the main toolbar and select Graphic And Text Styles…
2. Click the little “>” arrow in the top right hand corner of the Graphic And Text Styles’ docker

3. Click Template, and then click Load
4. In the Look In: input field change directory to where you’ve extracted the content of the CSSCcdt9.zip, highlight the styles template Descriptive Notes & References styles 9.cdt and click Open.  The custom CSSC styles should appear in the Graphic and Text Styles docker

To open and use the newly added custom CSSC styles in your opened document or template:

1. Sort the styles alphabetically for easier viewing; click on the little “>” arrow in the top right hand corner of the Graphic and Text Styles docker, then click on View, Details, and then on the Name header at the top of the column

2. Select the Text tool [image: image1.png]


 from the Toolbox toolbar, click anywhere on the line or paragraph of text you would like to apply a style to and then double-click on the appropriate style in the Graphic and Text Styles docker. If procedures refer to older CSSC CorelDRAW 7 styles (i.e. D31 Para, 7pt u/l ), please refer to Appendix B: Styles and Hot Keys in the CSSC Descriptive Notes & References styles *.cdt templates and substitute the old CorelDRAW 7 style with the new CSSC CorelDRAW 9 style.
Example: use the new 10.Paragraph, 7pt u/l version 9 style instead of the old D31 Para, 7pt u/l version 7 style mentioned in the old procedures.
