Place the picture showing what is

safe on top of the danger.

Each player takes turns rolling the

dice and repeating steps 2 and 3.

The game ends when all of the 

safety pictures have been placed 

on top of the dangers.

The player or team that places the 

most pictures correctly wins and each

player receives an apprentice firefighter 

diploma. Mission accomplished!
