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BACKGROUND:
Paragraph 38 of Telecom Decision 99-10 asks when should an MDU be considered a new building for the purpose of relocating the service provider demarcation point.  

FACTORS:
See BICO 042, 049 and 052

ALTERNATIVES:
See BICO 042, 049 and 052

ANALYSIS:
A new building should be described as, obviously, a newly constructed building. In addition, it should include situations where a building is completely emptied of tenants and renovated and a new telecommunications spine installed.  Furthermore, a new building should also include situations where renovations may occur, for example, in the context of a building changing from a single tenant building where the service provider demarcation point is already in the main terminal room, to a multi-tenant building by virtue of such renovations.

CONCLUSIONS and RECOMMENDATIONS:


A “new” building should be described as follows: 

1. A newly constructed building that has never been served with an external telecommunications network; or

2. An existing building in which vacant possession of the entire building has been achieved in connection with a complete renovation of such building, all serving LECs have ceased service to all previous customers in such building, and all in-building wire has been removed; or

3. An existing building, formerly a single tenant building where the service provider demarcation point has been in the main terminal room, and such building is renovated to facilitate multiple tenants in such building.
