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BACKGROUND:

DEMARCATION

Telecom Decision CRTC 99-10, Location of Demarcation Point for Inside Wire in Multi-Dwelling Units and Associated Issues, dated 6 August 1999, clearly defines the location of demarcation point for competitive payphone access lines in MDUs. Paragraph 29 of Decision 99-10 is as follow:

29 The Commission notes that a pay telephone access line (PAL) is provided for competitive pay telephones, and can terminate in outdoor phone booths, airports, subways and shopping malls.  The service provided by a PAL in a MDU, however, is technically similar to other local services.  The Commission therefore considers that the demarcation point for PALs terminating in MDUs should be in the main terminal room, as it is for local loops.  The Commission expects discussions within CISC on other issues associated with PAL service to continue.

Contribution BICO035 provided a description of the Companies proposed locations of demarcation points for the provisioning of competitive payphone access lines (PAL). This position had been proposed as interim in the absence of agreed position in the CISC BA&IW SWG in order to facilitate implementation of Telecom Decision CRTC 97-8. This contribution was updated in contribution BICO035A following the issuance of Decision 99-10. 

BICO035A will be reviewed at the March 20, 2000 meeting of the BA & IW WG.  All parties at the meeting will discuss the proposed demarcation points provided in this contribution.

CONCLUSIONS:

SERVICE PROVIDER DEMARCATION POINT LOCATION FOR PROVISIONING OF COMPETITIVE PAYPHONE ACCESS LINE

The following describes the service provider demarcation points to be used by TELUS Communications Inc. and TELUS Communications (B.C.) Inc. in their operating territories.

(1) For private property locations including; shopping malls, hotels, universities, schools, airports, restaurants, corner stores, commercial buildings, and multi dwelling units:

The demarcation point will normally be at a single location where the Companies facilities enter the building (e.g. main terminal room) or at a single location on a continuous property. Exceptions will be evaluated on a case by case basis and the Customer will be required to pay the unusual costs.

(2) For public property locations including; city, municipal, federal / sidewalks, curbs, roadways, parks, subways, and special events:

A demarcation point will be evaluated on a case by case basis and the Customer will be required to pay the unusual costs. 

The Customer must provide to the Companies written proof of authorization from the appropriate city, municipality or federal authority.
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
