As identified in Consensus document BORE036a.doc, the C-LOG will be subject to revisions or additions as the industry processes and requirements change.  As such, this TIF will capture all required revisions to Version 4 of the C-LOG. The outcome of this task will be C-LOG version 4.1.





Conclusions:








The members of the BPWG have completed all activities and have reached unanimous consensus on the documentation and guidelines captured in the next release of the Canadian Local Ordering Guidelines (C-LOG)-Version 5. 





In summary;





It was anticipated that the next release of the C-LOG would not include any major revisions to the current Data Interchange Specifications for LSR exchange. However, during the course of development, it was agreed that the revisions were significant enough to warrant a complete version release thereby requiring revisions to the existing Data Interchange Format Code Specifications as well.  As such, the consensus reached has been captured as Version 5, and not as Version 4.1, as originally expected.





The Data Format Specifications have been included as a Section within the C-LOG and therefore, the C-LOG Version 5, Section 06 “Data Interchange Format Code Specification DI103.2” replaces any previous version of the Code Specifications, including BPRE009a and BPRE009b.





BPRE009c “LEC Customer Service Record-Data Elements” has been included in this new release.





All changes from the current release of the C-LOG (version 4) are captured in the attached “Synopsis of Changes”. This summary will also be included with the C-LOG version 5 documentation.





The C-LOG Version 5 documentation will be posted to the CISC BPWG Website upon acceptance by the Steering Committee, under the section entitled “ Important Documentation and Guidelines for LECs” and is captured in its entirety in Word 6.0 under the following filenames:

End User Service Addressing Fields ( Ref: Section 1, subsection 2.14.5)


EAN/EATN Field Requirements ( Ref: Section1, subsection 2.14.6)


REF NUM Field – Gaps permitted in sequencing ( ref: Section 1, subsection 2.14.9)

Implementation and Effective Dates 





The following timelines (implementation and effective dates) for C-LOG Version 5 have been agreed to by all BPWG members.





The Issue and Effective Dates for Version 5 and the method of transition from Version 4 will be as follows: 





The Issue date of this release is February 28, 2000.


The Effective Date for:


a) Manual Exchange – July 31, 2000.


-The exchange of LSR forms in a paper environment (i.e. fax, email, courier etc).





b) Electronic File Transfer (EFT) Exchange- July 31, 2000- October 29, 2000


-The exchange of LSR forms utilizing Electronic File Transfer (EFT) in accordance with the Data Interchange Format Code Specification (Section 6 of the C-LOG).





The transition from Version 4 to Version 5 in paper-based exchange will be as follows effective July 31, 2000: 





a) All Ordering LEC LSR issuance, including subsequent versions of a pending LSR will be exchanged in Version 5. 





b) All Provisioning LEC LSC issuance in response to LSRs received prior to July 31 may be exchanged in either version. Version 5 must be exchanged for any LSRs received on or after July 31.


 


The transition from Version 4 to Version 5 in electronic format will incorporate a “Sunrise-Sunset” methodology. The “Sunrise “ date (July 31, 2000) is the date on which Version 5 (EFT) may begin to be exchanged between LECs as mutually agreed between two parties. The “Sunset” date (October 29, 2000) is the date on which all LECs utilizing EFT must be exchanging files in Version 5 format. After October 29, 2000, Version 4 of the C-LOG will no longer be an acceptable format for electronic file transfer exchange.

Recommendations:





The BPWG recommends that the Steering Committee (SC) adopt this consensus report and that the Commission readily accepts the Consensus as approved by the Steering Committee without further need for review.








Further Activities: 





The Data Interchange Task Team working within the BPWG is currently developing tools to assist all the industry participants in the transition from the Version 4 to Version 5 data requirements. This task team will continue to work cooperatively in an effort to mitigate any unforeseen problems, which may arise in the implementation of the new version of the C-LOG. Some of the coordination to be managed by the DI Task Team includes:





Development of conversion specifications for Version 4 to Version 5 


Development of test plans


Management of the LEC testing schedules prior to conversion.


Management of the conversion date


An open forum for industry participants to discuss issues through to conversion.





The BPWG members have agreed that a further in-depth review of the Abbreviated Access Service Request (AASR) Form Preparation Guide is warranted. This form has become the standard for ordering both interconnection elements for local and inter-exchange (IXC) services. As such, a new TIF (BPTF0015) will be opened to capture the required revisions needed to address the requirements of both types of ordering. 





The team will continue to update the C-LOG with corrections or clarifications as they arise.

A progress report was provided to the BPWG team on the sub- team’s work to date. Specifically, it was noted that some significant improvements were being proposed to the forms, and that full participation was needed from the sub-team members going forward, to complete the tasks associated with the next release of the C-LOG. 





Decision 99-15 was discussed and it was agreed that the Decision needed to be reviewed to assess impacts on the current C-LOG ordering forms and processes. GP will request a review with the BPWG and Rene Gauthier (CRTC) at the next BPWG meeting/call.





Additionally, it was identified that an interim process be agreed upon by the industry with respect to transferring ILEC leased loops between LECs. The current C-LOG guidelines have not provided clear or needed process steps/data elements, and as such, the team agreed on an interim process until a final process could be established (Sprint Canada to confirm it’s agreement by 99-10-22). The team agreed to the interim process outlined in BPCO015a.doc.





Disconnect Validation Criteria- the team discussed the need to better define the application of the 2/3 rule with respect to rejections of LSRs. The team agreed that the C-LOG task team would provide a more finite understanding of the rationale to be utilized in applying this validation guideline to the accuracy of LSRs received by a LEC. It was agreed that this exercise should include specific examples. 





The following issues were addressed:


Description of Loop Type field (LSR#36) – C-LOG correction to be applied in next version.  In the meantime, all systems should be changed to permit generic A and B loops


LSR# field: On an interim basis, Ordering LEC will request LSR# from Provisioning LEC in order to cancel or revise an LSR prior to issuance of an LSC.  The C-LOG task team will review the long-term use for this field. 


A proposal on use of the REQTYP, ACT, and LNA fields was distributed to the BPWG for comment.   The task team will be considering this proposal in its final C-LOG recommendations to the full BPWG
