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Following industry discussions within the Co-location Ad-Hoc Rebate Task Group, members of the Coalition for Better Co-location (“CBC”), TELUS (“TCI”), and Bell Canada et al (including BELL Canada, MTS, SaskTel, and Aliant) agree to amend co-location terms and conditions relating to co-location common cost rebates. 

All CLG attending members accept the following position with exception to Section 3.2, Disbursement of Rebates to Existing Co-locators, originally presented by TELUS within Contribution CLCO086A.  The CBC does not agree to this methodology and will file a Part VII with the Commission.  The CBC and the ILECs have agreed that this requirement be included in the consensus until the Commission makes a determination. 

1.0 OVERVIEW

This consensus provides a formalized process and method of procedure for use by the ILEC’s in communicating and administering Co-location Common Costs. 

2.0 NOTIFICATION AND DOCUMENTATION

2.1 Initial Tenant – Common Cost Component of Build

Within the Secondary Report for the first co-locator at a Central Office, the ILEC will provide a detailed description (Ref: CLRE012) that specifically identifies and describes co-location common cost elements within the scope of the initial build.  At minimum, this will include:

· Construction activities that formulate the common cost estimate. 

· Overall size of the co-location area provisioned (total in square meters for newly conditioned area).

· Effective Date of Occupancy. 

2.2 Secondary Tenants – One-time Payment to Previous Co-locator

Within the Secondary Report for subsequent co-locators who will occupy space within a common area previously provisioned by the first co-locator, the ILEC will provide an updated Common Cost Disbursement Form (Ref: See Sample Attachment – CLCO065B), including:

· Original construction activities and total common cost from initial build (or estimate from initial build if initial project has not reached its Effective Date).  

· Overall size of the co-location area provisioned (total in square meters for conditioned area).

· Total number of co-locators currently occupying space or in process to occupy space within the common area (Phase 3).

· Effective Date of Occupancy of the first co-locator.

· Effective date of occupancy for subsequent co-locators (including Phase 3 projects, as applicable).

· Demonstration of formulas and calculations used to establish the one-time payment to the initial co-locator as well as the total revised common cost of by each occupant.

2.3 Notification to Tenants

Once a subsequent co-locator approves a Secondary Report that includes a one-time payment to a previous co-locator, the Common Cost Disbursement Form (from the report) will be distributed to all co-locators who have an opportunity for rebate as a result of the approval.   

3.0 DISBURSEMENT OF CHARGES AND REBATES

3.1 Priority Billing of Common Cost to Subsequent Co-locators
To expedite disbursement of rebates to existing tenants, the ILEC will invoice the One-time Payment to Previous Co-locator on a priority basis and as soon as possible after the Effective Date of subsequent co-location arrangements. 

3.2 Disbursement of Rebates to Existing Co-locators

The ILEC will issue rebates to co-location tenants within 60 days of receipt of payment from subsequent co-locators.

4.0 LEGAL DOCUMENTS / REVISIONS TO COLA

COLA amendments to be completed and filed with the Commission by end of December 2001.

5.0 EFFECTIVE DATE

Upon approval of this consensus by the Commission.
