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BACKGROUND:
On 10 March 2004, TIF 54 Description of Canadian Numbering Plan and Dialing Plan
was originated by the CSCN.  TIF 54 was accepted by the CISC on the 29 March 2004 walkaround. 

The objective of this Task was to develop a document that describes the Canadian Numbering Plan and the Canadian Dialing Plan. The intention was to place this document on the CNA website.  In addition, a link to the CNA web page where this document can be obtained would be placed on the International Numbering Resources section of the ITU website. It was agreed that the document would define the format and values of telephone numbers in the Canadian portion of the NANP. 

RECOMMENDATIONS:

The CSCN recommends that the attached Canadian Numbering Plan and Dialing Plan document be accepted by the CISC and approved by the CRTC.  
This document will be placed on the CNA website and a link will be placed on the International Numbering Resources section of the ITU website.
