CSCN TIF 31 – TN Utilization Report

BACKGROUND:

At CSCN 42 on February 10, 1999, concerns were raised regarding section 9 in the Canadian 1999 COCUS worksheet requesting the volume of geographic telephone numbers in use per NPA by each company, which was proposed by the CRTC.  The CSCN agreed that the request for utilization data be removed from the 1999 Canadian COCUS, as the input data would likely be inaccurate and the output data misleading.  As suggested by the CRTC staff member, the CSCN agreed to consider accepting an issue at CSCN 43, to develop an appropriate Telephone Number (TN) Utilization Report for use in the next Canadian COCUS.

Accordingly, the CSCN established a workshop to identify the purposes and benefits of a TN Utilization Report to be completed by all geographic CO Code Holders and submitted to either the CNA, CRTC or other body.  Based upon the purposes and benefits, the CSCN workshop agreed to establish the categories of TN resources and associated definitions that should be reported by Canadian CO Code holders in such TN Utilization Reports.  Such TN Utilization Reports could be submitted as part of future COCUS or in a separate report.  The workshop agreed to address the extent to which reserved & held numbers, ported in & out numbers, assigned numbers, and other classifications of numbers (e.g., LRN, test, aging, temporary local directory numbers, Emergency Service Routing Digits) should be reported in the TN Utilization Report.   The Working Group also agreed to address related issues such as assignment of TNs by CO Code Holders to other entities and whether or not such entities should report TN utilization, and if so, to whom.

On December 13, 1999 the CSCN TIF 31 Working Group agreed on recommendations to the CSCN.  On December 17, 1999, the CSCN held an Emergency CSCN Conference Call to address the matter and agreed with the Recommendations below.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

CSCN Agreement Reached December 17, 1999

The CSCN agreed to recommend to the CISC that the following data be included in the Telephone Number Utilization Report for the first report to the CRTC.  The need for and detail to be contained in future reports would be addressed by the CRTC.  Attachment 1 provides a Report Format for consideration by the CISC and CRTC.

REPORT CONTENTS:

1. Reporting Levels:

        -       NPA

        -       Exchange Area

        -       Switch (by exchange area) *

        -       CO Code (NXX)

* When a single switch serves more than one exchange area, the reported quantity for “Switch (by exchange area)” would only be for the “Exchange Area” being reported.

2. Reporting Categories:

        -       Assigned to Customers (working & pending)

        -       Aging

        -       Reserved & Held

        -       Administration (testing, LRN, etc.)

        -       Available for Assignment

        -       Ported Out

3. Coverage Areas

        -       All Canadian Geographic NPAs

EXCEPTIONS:

A.
The CSCN agreed that, where CLECs have not entered an exchange area, and where a single Central Office Code is used to serve that exchange area, the TN Utilization Report would be modified to provide only the quantity and related percentage for Telephone Numbers Assigned to Customers (Working).  The other Reporting Categories identified under point 2 above would not be required.  

B.
In addition, in circumstances where a CO Code is split across two or more switches, or split across two or more exchange areas, the Code Holder will report TN Utilization at the CO Code level only, with an explanatory remark to identify the particulars of the situation.

TIMING:

The CSCN agreed to recommend that the first TN Utilization Report be submitted in April 2000.  The CSCN also agreed that the Report should be prepared as of March 2000 (i.e., the data should reflect actuals at some point in time during the month of March 2000).  As the CRTC has already issued Telecom Order CRTC 99-1141 that requires service providers operating in NPA 416 to provide the status of all telephone numbers assigned to them as of 1 January 2000, a report for NPA 416 is not required as part of the TN Utilization Report.
