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CSCN TIF 13 – 
CSCN Review of Number Assignment Guidelines that the CNA Administers

BACKGROUND:

In October 1993 the CSCN formed a workshop to review and update the Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guideline to include the duties of the Canadian Numbering Administrator and to provide Canadian content.  Many of these changes were adopted and are included in the existing Guidelines issued June 23, 1999 to the Industry.  Further contributions were received and the Task Force continued its work to cover new issues.

The CSCN has held several meetings to update the CSCN Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines.  The CSCN has updated and modified the COCA Guidelines to reflect the current telecommunications industry and regulatory environment as well as the changes brought about through Local Competition and the transfer of Relief Planning information to the new Canadian NPA Relief Planning Guidelines.

At the CSCN Meeting held October 25, 2000, the CSCN agreed to recommend that the attached revised Canadian Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines be adopted for application in Canada.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

It is recommended that the CISC Steering Committee and CRTC approve the attached revised Canadian Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines for use in Canada.
