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BACKGROUND:

The mandate of the CSCN includes the development of numbering resource assignment guidelines for use in Canada.  The CSCN has established the Guidelines Maintenance Standing Committee (GMSC) to review, on an ongoing basis, INC number assignment guidelines, and any modifications thereto, to ensure that Canadian numbering resource assignment guidelines satisfy Canadian numbering policies and CRTC Decisions.  As required, the GMSC shall develop either Canadian Guidelines or Canadian Adjuncts to INC number assignment guidelines for application in Canada.  On reaching consensus agreement at the CSCN, the CSCN will submit such Canadian Guidelines or Adjuncts, or any modifications, via the CISC to the CRTC for regulatory approval. 
The CSCN has completed a review of the INC 900 NXX Code Assignment Guidelines (INC 97-0404-012 Reissued 2/20/04) and developed the attached Canadian Adjunct to address 900 NXX Code Assignment in Canada.
RECOMMENDATIONS:

The CSCN recommends that the attached Canadian Adjunct to the INC 900 NXX Code Assignment Guidelines be adopted for application in Canada.
