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BACKGROUND:

On 10 February 2005, the CSCN agreed to create a new TIF to develop a requirement for Authorized Representatives for signing and submitting numbering resource requests and associated documentation, where such a requirement is not currently included in a Canadian numbering resource assignment guideline or adjunct.  The intent was that this requirement would be immediately applicable to Canadian guidelines and adjuncts that do not currently have this requirement.  At that time, the suggestion was that the requirement for Authorized Representatives would be inserted into these Canadian guidelines and adjuncts when they are next updated.

The CSCN has examined the following guidelines and adjuncts and has identified, as shown below, which ones require revised or additional text regarding Authorized Representatives:

· Canadian Adjunct to the INC 900 NXX Code Assignment Guidelines - Yes

The CSCN has developed new text regarding Authorized Representatives to be inserted into its Guidelines where appropriate.
When the CSCN undertakes TIF 59, Review of INC 800-855 Number Assignment Guidelines, the CSCN intends to create a Canadian Adjunct or Canadian Guideline if necessary. At that time, text regarding Authorized Representatives will be inserted as appropriate.

The new proposed text for all of the Guidelines identified above as requiring Authorized Representative text, except the INC 800-855 Number Assignment Guidelines, is contained in this TIF Report. Revisions are summarized below:

Canadian Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines
The CSCN recommends that the following changes be made to this Guideline:

1) Move the sentences in the second paragraph of section 6.0 "The CNA will only process applications submitted by such Authorized Representatives. The CNA will maintain a confidential list of Authorized Representatives for all Code Applicants." to a new section 5.2 in the Canadian Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines.
2) Replace the text in the second paragraph of section 6.0 of the Canadian Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines with the following:
Forms must be signed and submitted by a Code Applicant's or Holder's Authorized Representative for CO Code requests. Code Applicants must have submitted a letter to the CNA on the organization’s official stationery, signed by a corporate officer or other designated individual, that identifies and authorizes the Code Applicant’s Authorized Representative(s), including name, signature, telephone number, e‑mail address, facsimile address and geographic address, for signing and submitting CO Code requests and other documentation described in this Guideline. Code Applicants are responsible for maintaining their list of Authorized Representatives in an accurate state at all times. This authorization serves as a control measure for the protection of both the Code Applicant and the CNA. The Code Applicant or Holder may designate its Authorized Representatives for multiple types of numbering resources in a single letter to the CNA.

3) Change the Glossary Definition of an Authorized Representative in the Canadian Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines to the following:
	Authorized Representative of Code Applicant
	A person authorized in accordance with section 6 of this Guideline by a corporate officer or other designated individual of the CO Code Applicant's organization to sign and/or submit CO Code requests and other documentation described in this Guideline.


Canadian Emergency Service Routing Digit (ESRD) Block Assignment Guideline
The CSCN recommends that the following changes be made to this Guideline:

1) Add the following text as a new item 6.7 to the Canadian Emergency Service Routing Digit (ESRD) Block Assignment Guideline:
ESRD Block Request, Confirmation and In-Use forms submitted by an ESRD Block Applicant must be signed and submitted by the ESRD Block Applicant's Authorized Representative for ESRD Block requests. ESRD Block Applicants must have submitted a letter to the CNA on the organization’s official stationery, signed by a corporate officer or other designated individual, that identifies and authorizes the ESRD Block Applicant’s Authorized Representative(s), including name, signature, telephone number, e‑mail address, facsimile address and geographic address, for signing and submitting ESRD Block requests and other documentation described in this Guideline. ESRD Block Applicants are responsible for maintaining their list of Authorized Representatives in an accurate state at all times. This authorization serves as a control measure for the protection of both the ESRD Block Applicant and the CNA. The ESRD Block Applicant may designate its Authorized Representatives for multiple types of numbering resources in a single letter to the CNA.

2) Add the following Glossary Definition of an Authorized Representative to the Canadian Emergency Service Routing Digit (ESRD) Block Assignment Guideline:
	Authorized Representative of ESRD Block Applicant
	A person authorized in accordance with section 6.7 of this Guideline by a corporate officer or other designated individual of the ESRD Block Applicant's organization to sign and/or submit ESRD Block requests and other documentation described in this Guideline.


Canadian International Mobile Station Identity (IMSI) Guideline

The CSCN recommends that the following changes be made to this Guideline:

1) Add the following text as a new item 8.4 to the Canadian International Mobile Station Identity ("IMSI") Guideline:
Forms must be signed and submitted by a resource Applicant's or Holder's Authorized Representative for making resource requests. The Authorized Representative must be either a corporate officer or other designated individual for submitting resource requests, and other documentation described in this Guideline. This serves as a control measure for the protection of both the resource Applicant and the CNA. The resource Applicant or Holder may designate its Authorized Representatives for multiple types of numbering resources in a single letter to the CNA.

2) Add the following Glossary Definition of an Authorized Representative to the Canadian International Mobile Station Identity (IMSI) Guideline:

	Authorized Representative
	A person authorized in accordance with this Guideline to sign and/or submit resource requests and other documentation described in this Guideline.


Canadian System Identifier (SID) Assignment Guideline

The CSCN recommends that the following changes be made to this Guideline:

1) Replace the existing text in item 7.1 with the following:

Entities requesting SID assignments shall apply in writing using Form A in the Guideline to the SID Administrator and provide justification for the quantity of SID codes requested.
2) Add the following text as a new item 7.2.5 to the Canadian System Identifier (SID) Assignment Guideline:

Activate the SID within one year of the date of application.

3) Add the following text as a new item 7.3 to the Canadian System Identifier (SID) Assignment Guideline:
Forms must be signed and submitted by a resource Applicant's or Holder's Authorized Representative for making resource requests. The Authorized Representative must be either a corporate officer or other designated individual for submitting resource requests, and other documentation described in this Guideline. This serves as a control measure for the protection of both the resource Applicant and the CNA. The resource Applicant or Holder may designate its Authorized Representatives for multiple types of numbering resources in a single letter to the CNA.
4) Add the following Glossary Definition of an Authorized Representative to the Canadian System Identifier (SID) Assignment Guideline:

	A person authorized in accordance with this Guideline to sign and/or submit resource requests and other documentation described in this Guideline.

Forms must be signed and submitted by a resource Applicant's or Holder's Authorized Representative for making resource requests. The Authorized Representative must be either a corporate officer or other designated individual for submitting resource requests, and other documentation described in this Guideline. This serves as a control measure for the protection of both the resource Applicant and the CNA. The resource Applicant or Holder may designate its Authorized Representatives for multiple types of numbering resources in a single letter to the CNA.

2) Add the following Glossary Definition of an Authorized Representative to item 12 of the section titled "Modifications to the INC Carrier Identification Code (CIC) Assignment Guidelines Applicable in Canada" in the Canadian Adjunct to the INC Carrier Identification Code (CIC) Assignment Guidelines:

Canadian PCS N00 NXX Code Forms Part A and C must be signed and submitted by a Code Applicant's or Holder's Authorized Representative for Canadian PCS N00 NXX Code requests. Code Applicants must have submitted a letter to the CNA on the organization’s official stationery, signed by a corporate officer or other designated individual, that identifies and authorizes the Code Applicant’s Authorized Representative(s), including name, signature, telephone number, e‑mail address, facsimile address and geographic address, for signing and/or submitting Canadian PCS N00 NXX Code Forms and other documentation described in this Guideline. Code Applicants are responsible for maintaining their list of Authorized Representatives in an accurate state at all times. This authorization serves as a control measure for the protection of both the Code Applicant and the CNA. The Code Applicant or Holder may designate its Authorized Representatives for multiple types of numbering resources in a single letter to the CNA.

2) Add the following Glossary Definition of an Authorized Representative to item 12 of the Canadian Adjunct to the INC Personal Communications Services N00 NXX Code Assignment Guidelines:

900 NXX Code Forms Parts A and C must be signed and submitted by a Code Applicant's or Holder's Authorized Representative for 900 NXX Code requests. Code Applicants must have submitted a letter to the CNA on the organization’s official stationery, signed by a corporate officer or other designated individual, that identifies and authorizes the Code Applicant’s Authorized Representative(s), including name, signature, telephone number, e‑mail address, facsimile address and geographic address, for signing and submitting 900 NXX Code Forms and other documentation described in this Guideline. Code Applicants are responsible for maintaining their list of Authorized Representatives in an accurate state at all times. This authorization serves as a control measure for the protection of both the Code Applicant and the CNA. The Code Applicant or Holder may designate its Authorized Representatives for multiple types of numbering resources in a single letter to the CNA.

2) Add the following Glossary Definition of an Authorized Representative to item 12 of the Canadian Adjunct to the INC 900 NXX Code Assignment Guidelines

	Authorized Representative of Code Applicant
	A person authorized in accordance with section 5 of this Adjunct by a corporate officer or other designated individual of the Code Applicant's organization to sign and/or submit 900 NXX Code Forms and other documentation described in this Adjunct.




RECOMMENDATIONS:

The CSCN proposes that the above recommendations be accepted by the CISC and forwarded to the CRTC for consideration and approval. In the event that the CRTC approves the recommendations for changes to the Guidelines and Adjuncts, the CSCN Secretary will submit copies of the revised Guidelines and Adjuncts to CRTC staff for posting on the CRTC CISC Committee on Numbering website.
The CSCN recommends that CSCN TIF 65 be closed.
