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BACKGROUND:

At the 16 August 2000 CSCN meeting, agreement was reached for the TIF 13 Task Force to address the requirements of the year 2001 COCUS in Canada.  It was further agreed that the TIF 13 Task Force should determine which elements of the NRUF should be adopted for use in Canada and how to synchronize the Canadian COCUS with NRUF activity.  The CSCN also agreed that in the analysis of the above tasks, the TIF 13 Task Group should address any matters concerning COCUS that may be raised in any Public Notice that may be issued by the Commission.

The CSCN has agreed to recommend that the attached G-COCUS letter and forms be used for the 2001 Canadian G-COCUS pending the completion of work on TIF 34.  The CSCN also agreed for the CNA to launch the G-COCUS process in December 2000, with a due date for G-COCUS inputs no later than February 15, 2001.

The CSCN is continuing to study the NRUF and will be making a future recommendation on the COCUS and NRUF processes in Canada.

The CSCN approved the attached G-COCUS forms at a meeting held on October 4, 2000. 

RECOMMENDATIONS:

It is recommended that the CISC Steering Committee and CRTC approve the attached 2001 Canadian G-COCUS documentation.

The purpose of this letter is to solicit your participation in the Canadian 2001 G-COCUS.  In accordance with the Canadian Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines, approved by the Canadian Radio-television and Telecommunications Commission (CRTC), all current and potential Code Holders are required to provide forecasted Central Office (CO) Code requirements as input to the G-COCUS to the Canadian Numbering Administrator (CNA).  This input will be used for projecting NPA and North American Numbering Plan (NANP) exhaust as well as for planning NPA Code relief.  All such forecasts shall be treated on a proprietary basis.

The CNA will post aggregate Canadian 2001 G-COCUS results on our web site at www.cnac.ca.  Furthermore, the CNA will forward the aggregate Canadian 2001 G- COCUS results to the North American Numbering Plan Administration (NANPA) to assist in the projection of NANP exhaust.  The NANPA will post the total 2001 G-COCUS results on their web site at www.nanpa.com.

Service providers are required to provide the actual number of CO Codes assigned to them as of January 1 2001 and a forecast of the total cumulative quantity of CO Codes required over each of the next six years. 

Enclosed is a copy of the letter from the Secretary General of the CRTC requesting that your organization assist the CNA in completing this year’s G-COCUS.

All current and potential CO Code Holders are required to submit their completed Canadian 2001 G-COCUS Worksheets and Respondent Information Form to the CNA on or before February 15, 2001.  The CNA will review the data for accuracy and completeness, and will, if necessary, contact current and potential CO Code Holders to clarify any concerns that may arise regarding the data submitted.  The CNA will aggregate all Canadian 2001 G-COCUS inputs and submit the aggregate results, by NPA, to the CRTC, the CSCN, and the NANPA.

Current and potential CO Code Holders should submit G-COCUS data for each NPA in which they offer or intend to offer service.  Where CO Codes assigned to one entity are shared at the Telephone Number (TN) level with other service providers in accordance with section 4.3 of the Canadian Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines, the CO Code Holder should submit G-COCUS data relating to the “shared” CO Code.  It is expected that the CO Code Holder and the TN assignee will work cooperatively to exchange current and forecast information to ensure that all current and future requirements for TNs and CO Codes are identified.  Where such cooperation is not provided, the CO Code Holder will advise the CRTC and CNA accordingly.

Enclosed is a copy of the Canadian 2001 G-COCUS Worksheet and the Respondent Information Form.  To assist in submitting the G-COCUS this year, the CNA has also placed electronic versions of the Canadian 2001 G-COCUS forms and associated documents on the CNA website at www.cnac.ca.

Canadian 2001 G-COCUS Instructions

The following provides instructions and information regarding the completion and submission of the Canadian 2001 G-COCUS Worksheets in Canada.  (The term Central Office (CO) Code Holder used below also includes potential CO Code Holders)
1. The Canadian 2001 G-COCUS Worksheets and Respondent Information Form must be completed and returned to the CNA on or before February 15, 2001.  CO Code Holders are requested to submit the Worksheets as they are completed rather than wait for the deadline.  This will permit the CNA to begin the analysis of Canadian 2001 G-COCUS data as soon as possible.

2. CO Code Holders must review all of the instructions contained herein, as well as the Canadian Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines (the Guidelines), before completing the Canadian 2001 G-COCUS Worksheets.  Copies of the Guidelines can be obtained from the CNA web site at:  www.cnac.ca.


3. CO Code Holders must ensure that the January 1, 2001 actual data is accurate and that the six years of forecast data are reasonable prior to submission to the CNA.

4. In order to assist the CNA in the analysis of the forecast data, CO Code Holders are requested to provide any supportive information to facilitate this analysis to the CNA.  In particular, CO Code Holders are to provide supportive information whenever the forecast quantity of additional CO Codes is significantly greater than past actual experience would indicate.  This information should be provided in the “Remarks” section of the Canadian 2001 G-COCUS Worksheet.


5. Each CO Code Holder must complete a Canadian 2001 G-COCUS Worksheet for each Canadian NPA or area as identified in item 6 below in which the CO Code Holder is assigned a CO Code (or, in the case of potential CO Code Holders, for those NPAs where they intend to offer service during the next six years).
