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BACKGROUND:

The Canadian Numbering Administrator (CNA) has, on several occasions, received requests from CO Code Holders to allow a previously assigned NXX to be reassigned to a different rate center from the one identified in the original Request for NXX Code Assignment (Part 1).  To date, the CNA has refused all such requests.  On January 8, 2001, the Industry Numbering Committee (INC) approved certain additions to section 6.3.1 of the Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines (INC 95-0407-008; January 8, 2001) addressing this issue.  The INC Guidelines state:

For changes to Switching ID associated with previously assigned resources that have not been activated, SPs must justify retention of the assigned NXX.  SPs who change the rate center for a previously assigned NXX that has not been activated shall be required to first demonstrate the need for the NXX in the new rate center.  For these two changes, SPs must first supply a new CO Code Assignment Months to Exhaust Certification Worksheet – TN Level to the CO Code Administrator prior to making any changes to RDBS and BRIDS for the affected NXX Code.  The resubmission of the Months to Exhaust Certification Worksheet – TN Level would not apply in situations where the Switch ID Change was due to total switch replacement.  Accordingly, the CO Code Administrator(s) must be informed of these changes to ensure that an accurate record of the code holder/LERG assignee responsible for the code and the data associated with the code is maintained so as not to jeopardize data integrity.  The CO Code Administrator shall verify the retention of the NXX codes using the Months to Exhaust Certification Worksheet – TN Level prior to changes being made to switch ID and rate center in the TRA data bases.

When changes are submitted for the Switching Identification (Switching Entity/POI) field, Section 1.2 of the Part 1 Assignment Request Form, and the information changing is exactly the same for all NXXs involved, it is acceptable to submit one Part 1 Form with an attached listing of the NXXs affected.

Accordingly, the CNA requested the CSCN to review the matter, determine whether rate center or exchange changes for previously assigned NXXs should be allowed and, if so, modify the Canadian Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines.

Accordingly, the CSCN reviewed the matter and developed the attached text for inclusion in the Canadian Central Office Code Assignment  Guidelines.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

The CSCN recommends that the attached revised text for section 6.3.1 be adopted for inclusion in the Canadian Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines.
