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Task Title:		Return of Leased Loops



Task Description:	



Should ILECs and/or CLECs be required to release the existing loop of a customer who transfers to another service provider or unused existing loops where they are required to provide service to a customer?



Process:	



The issue of the return of leased loops was discussed by the group (including Commission staff) at the June 26/27 meeting in Ottawa.  Subsequent to the meeting Call-Net tabled a discussion paper outlining the ramifications associated with the different leased loop return policies and making recommendations.  The group reviewed Call-Net's discussion paper and recommendations on two separate occasions.



Status:	



Given Telecom Decision CRTC 97-8, consensus was reached on the following recommendation pertaining to ILEC-owned loops.  Further work is required to complete other aspects of this task.



Conclusions/Recommendations:



Where a LEC acquires a specific end-customer, and where the existing loop can be identified, and where it is  an ILEC loop, it must be made available to the acquiring LEC, whether employed by the ILEC or a leasee.  Where the entire service is provided by the ILEC, the identification of the existing loop associated with the current WTN should not be problematic.  Further work is required to determine how to identify the existing loop where the entire service is not provided by the ILEC.
