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BACKGROUND:
On 22 February 2006, the CWTA sent a letter to the Canadian Numbering Administration Consortium (CNAC) with a courtesy copy to the CSCN requesting consideration to have the Canadian Numbering Administrator (CNA) perform administration of MIN Block Identifiers (MBI) in Canada.

In Telecom Decision CRTC 2005-72, the CRTC directed wireless carriers to implement wireless number portability (WNP). Wireless carriers are assessing their requirements to meet that CRTC direction. One of the requirements of WNP is the need to uniquely identify a mobile station and its home network. Wireless networks use a variety of numbers to uniquely identify their network and customer terminals. WSPs who provide services based on AMPS, CDMA, or TDMA have used a single number, the MIN, for such functions. Traditionally, the Mobile Directory Number (MDN) (“telephone number”) and the Mobile Identification Number (MIN) have been the same 10 digit number. In a number portability environment, the MDN and the MIN may no longer be the same 10 digit number and must be administered separately.

Consequently, Canada’s wireless carriers require an administrator for MBIs (MIN Block Identifier). MBI administration is being discussed at the MBI Administration/MIN Management work stream of the CWTA WNP Implementation Task Force. Members of this task force unanimously agreed to select SAIC Canada acting as the Canadian Numbering Administrator as its Canadian MBI administrator in order to ensure that the administration of MBIs is coordinated with the administration of CO Codes in Canada. Wireless carriers feel that the CNA is best positioned for the task as it already administers the NANP MDN resource for Canada. As well, the CNA has the benefit of the CSCN for the development of guidelines and processes that are applicable to the Canadian numbering industry.

Accordingly, the CWTA requested consideration of an amendment to the current contract with SAIC Canada to incorporate MBI pool administration for the Canadian wireless industry.

As the CSCN develops the guidelines which define the responsibilities of the CNA, the CWTA requested the CSCN to consider this proposal and to develop a guideline for the CNA to administer MBIs for the wireless sector in Canada.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

The CSCN submits the following recommendations:

1) The attached Canadian MIN Block Identifier (MBI) Assignment Guideline be accepted by the CISC and approved by the CRTC for implementation in Canada;

2) The Canadian Numbering Administration Consortium (CNAC) be directed to complete negotiations with SAIC Canada as the CNA to perform the additional Canadian MBI Adminstrator (CMA) function and to compensate SAIC Canada accordingly under the terms of its agreement with the CNAC;

3) The CNAC be directed to recover the CMA costs from the Canadian telecommunications industry in accordance with the CNAC funding mechanism previously approved by the Commission;
4) If necessary, the CNAC be authorized on an interim basis to implement the grandfathering process described in the Canadian MIN Block Identifier (MBI) Assignment Guideline, should the above recommendations not be approved in sufficient time to facilitate that process for the implementation of Wireless Number Portability in Canada.
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1. PURPOSE AND SCOPE

1.1. Mobile Identification Number (MIN) Block Identifiers, known as MBIs, are numbering resources used by Wireless Service Providers (WSPs) licensed by the appropriate regulatory authority. The purpose of this Guideline is to provide guidance to the Canadian MBI Administrator (CMA), MBI Applicants, and MBI Assignees with respect to the administration, assignment, activation and use of MBIs in Canada.

1.2. A MIN is a 10-digit number that is similar to a North American Numbering Plan (NANP) number. The MIN consists of a 6-digit MIN Block Identifier (MBI), followed by a 4-digit Mobile Subscriber Number (MSN). One MBI contains 10,000 MINs. Individual MINs are administered by the licensed WSP to which the MBI is assigned (the MBI Assignee). Where the WSP provides services to a Reseller/Mobile Virtual Network Operator (MVNO) who resells the services of the licensed WSP, the WSP shall make appropriate arrangements for the MINs to be utilized.

1.3. Proprietary implementations of the MIN are outside the scope of this Guideline.
1.4. This Guideline does not cover International Roaming MINs (IRM), which are 10-digit MINs with a format 0XX-X + 6 digits or 1XX-X + 6 digits, where X is any digit between 0 and 9 inclusive. The first 4 digits of the IRM are assigned by the International Forum for ANSI-41 Standards Technology (IFAST) and assignments can be obtained by contacting the IFAST IRM Administrator. The IFAST IRM Administrator can be determined by consulting the IFAST webpage at: http://www.ifast.org/files/irm.html. The current IFAST IRM Administrator is David Crowe who can be reached via e-mail David.crowe@cnp-wireless.com or telephone 403‑289‑6609.

1.5. This Guideline also does not cover the assignment of Mobile Directory Numbers (MDNs) or NPA-NXXs of the NANP. In Canada, NPA-NXX assignments are made in accordance with the Canadian Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines.
1.6. This Guideline does not cover the administration of International Mobile Station Identity (IMSI) numbers in Canada. In Canada, assignments of the Home Network Identity (HNI) segment of IMSIs are made in accordance with the Canadian International Mobile Station Identity (IMSI) Assignment Guidelines.
1.7. All numbering resource guidelines and adjuncts developed by the Canadian Steering Committee on Numbering (CSCN) must be approved by the Canadian Radio-television and Telecommunications Commission (CRTC) before they apply in Canada.

2. BACKGROUND

2.1. The MIN was first used by Advanced Mobile Phone System (AMPS) cellular systems, as defined by the Telecommunications Industry Association/Electronic Industries Alliance (TIA/EIA) IS-3 standard (now ANSI TIA/EIA-553). The MIN was since adopted by most cellular and Personal Communications Service (PCS) standards that contain an AMPS compatibility mode (e.g. ANSI-41 AMPS, IS-88 "NAMPS", IS-54 and IS-136 "D-AMPS", and IS-95 CDMA).
2.2. Before MINs and MDNs are separated, WSPs who provide services based on AMPS, Code Division Multiple Access (CDMA) or Time Division Multiple Access (TDMA) use a single number, the MIN, for all functions including registration, call processing, provisioning, customer care and billing. Traditionally, service providers in the NANP serving area have used the 10-digit MDN as the MIN.

2.3. With the advent of Wireless Number Portability (WNP), separation of the MDN and MIN is necessary.
2.4. In a post-separation environment, each mobile station requires two numbers: a MDN and a Mobile Station Identity (MSID). The MDN is the dialable NANP telephone number which is portable in a WNP environment. The MSID is not portable and not dialable. The MSID can be a 15‑digit International Mobile Station Identifier (IMSI) or a 10-digit MIN. This Guideline only addresses MBIs, which are the first 6 digits of 10-digit MIN‑format MSIDs.
2.5. Grandfathering is the process that was used prior to October 12, 2006 that provided Wireless Service Providers (WSPs) with the ability to obtain a startup inventory of MBIs and Partial MBIs that matched their existing inventory of NPA/NXX or NPA/NXX-X telephone number blocks.
2.6. When WNP has been implemented, most existing AMPS, TDMA and CDMA subscribers whose numbers have not yet been ported will have the same number for both the MIN and MDN. When a subscriber's MDN is ported, the MDN and MIN become separate and distinct. The ported MDN will remain unchanged and port with the subscriber. The donor network will retain the MIN originally assigned to the ported subscriber. The subscriber will receive a new MIN from the recipient network. The donor network can reuse the relinquished MIN for another subscriber. In a post-separation environment, the same number may be used for a MDN in one network and a MIN in another network.
3. MIN FUNCTIONS AND FORMAT

3.1. The MIN format and function are described in ANSI TIA/EIA-553.
3.2. Each MIN uniquely identifies the Mobile Station and the Home Wireless Network of the Mobile Station.
3.3. The MIN enables Mobile Stations to roam among wireless networks by providing a uniform and unique Home Wireless Network and Mobile Station identification that is recognizable by MIN-based wireless networks. When transmitted between visited and Home Wireless Networks, the MIN enables the exchange of subscription and billing information for the visiting Mobile Station.

Specifically, the MIN is used for:
a) identification of the Mobile Station’s Home Wireless Network,
b) Mobile Station identification, when information about a specific Mobile Station is to be exchanged between visited and Home Wireless Networks,
c) Mobile Station identification on the radio control path for base-to-mobile and mobile-to-base communication,
d) identification of the visiting Mobile Station to allow for charging and billing, as well as provisioning of enhanced services, and
e) subscription management, i.e. retrieving, providing, changing, and updating subscription data for a specific mobile subscriber.

3.4. International roaming with the MIN is not presently guaranteed as the MBI resource is allocated within the NANP, and does not include a country code identifier to distinguish between MINs allocated in the NANP area and MINs allocated outside of the NANP area.
3.5. The format of the MIN in the NANP area prior to MIN-MDN separation was generally the same as the standard NANP format for telephone numbers, including MDNs. NANP telephone numbers are 10-digit numbers in the format NXX-NXX-XXXX, where "N" represents any digit 2-9 and "X" represents any digit 0-9. Groups of digits identified in the ABC-DEF-GHIJ position format are as follows:


ABC 
= 3-digit Numbering Plan Area (NPA) code, commonly called the Area Code,


DEF 
= 3-digit Central Office Code (CO Code)


GHIJ 
= 4-digit Line or Station number (e.g., Mobile Line Number)

3.6. The format of the MIN after MIN-MDN separation is a 10-digit number in the format NXXNXX-XXXX, where "N" represents any digit 2-9 and "X" represents any digit 0-9. Groups of digits identified in the ABCDEF-GHIJ position format are:


ABCDEF 
= 6-digit MIN Block Identifier (MBI)


GHIJ 
= 4-digit Mobile Subscriber Number (MSN)
4. ASSUMPTIONS AND CONSTRAINTS

4.1. This Guideline should provide the greatest latitude to WSPs, while permitting the effective and efficient management of a finite resource.
4.2. The CNA will perform the function of the Canadian MBI Administrator (CMA).
4.3. The CMA shall fulfill its responsibilities as defined in this Guideline, and will consult with CRTC staff when circumstances arise that are not defined in this Guideline or are otherwise exceptional.

4.4. The CMA is responsible for assigning MBI resources to WSPs within Canada in conformance with this Guideline.
4.5. For the purpose of this Guideline, WSPs are entities that are licensed by the Government of Canada to provide cellular service, Personal Communication Services (PCS), Enhanced Specialized Mobile Radio (ESMR), or Mobile Satellite Services (MSS).
4.6. With an NPA split, when wireless licensees' MDNs change due to an NPA change, the MINs will not change. When a CO Code in the old NPA that was previously in-service becomes available for assignment for MDNs, the corresponding MBI should already be assigned and would not be reassigned to a different WSP. This could result in a situation where a Central Office Code is available for assignment while the corresponding MBI is already assigned and in use.
4.7. This assignment Guideline applies to all licensed WSPs that require MINs.
5. APPLICATION AND ASSIGNMENT PRINCIPLES

The application and assignment principles defined below allow licensed WSPs the greatest possible latitude in providing users the widest possible roaming capabilities.
5.1. MBIs shall be assigned to permit the most effective and efficient use of the finite resource to maximize life of the MBI inventory.
5.2. MBIs will be assigned in a fair, timely and impartial manner to any MBI Applicant that meets the criteria for assignment.
5.3. MINs are a public resource. The assignment of an MBI, and therefore the MINs within the MBI, does not imply ownership of the resource by either the MBI Assignee or by the CMA. Consequently, the resources cannot be sold, brokered, bartered, or leased by the MBI Assignee for a fee or other consideration.
5.4. MBIs are to be assigned and used only for wireless systems that utilize the MIN identifier in their radio and network interface standards.
5.5. Information that is requested of MBI Applicants in support of an MBI application shall be uniform.
5.6. Partial MBIs shall not be assigned by the CMA to a WSP except for the following special situations. Partial MBIs may be assigned to WSPs in accordance with the Grandfathering process described in Annex A. If a WSP desires to request Partial MBIs that were eligible for assignment to it under the grandfathering process but were not requested prior to October 12, 2006, then the WSP must obtain written approval from CRTC staff for such assignment before submitting the request to the CMA.
5.7. MBIs will not be assigned if the application is deficient.
5.8. An entity which is denied an MBI assignment or extension has the right to appeal that decision in accordance with this Guideline.
5.9. Should an MBI Assignee transfer control of a wireless license, all their assigned MBIs shall be transferred to the new license owner.
5.10. Resellers/MVNOs who resell the wireless services of a licensed WSP are eligible to use MINs provided by the licensed WSP. The licensed WSP would apply for the MBI assignment and would allocate the MINs to the Reseller/MVNO as required. The MBI will be shown in the CMA's records as being assigned to the licensed WSP.

5.11. In general, the CMA shall only assign MBIs that correspond to assigned CO Codes in Canadian geographic NPAs. Unassignable MBIs are described in a subsequent section of this Guideline titled "MBIs not available for assignment".
5.12. An Operating Company Number (OCN) for the MBI Applicant or Assignee is required for each MBI request and assignment.
6. MBIs NOT AVAILABLE FOR ASSIGNMENT
The MBIs described below are not available for assignment by the Canadian MBI Administrator (CMA).
6.1. MBIs that do not have the format NXX-NXX are not available for assignment. These unassignable MBIs include:

a) 0XX-XXX and 1XX-XXX formats - some MBIs with these formats have been previously assigned or reserved for specific services by the International Forum on ANSI-41 Standards Technology (IFAST).

b) NXX-0XX and NXX-1XX formats - numbers whose first 6 digits have these formats have been used by many systems to facilitate international roaming, and therefore MBIs with these formats are not available for assignment. (MDNs starting with these formats do not exist as they would not be dialable NANP numbers.)

6.2. Some NPA-NXXs are defined as Troublesome Central Office Codes in ANSI TIA/EIA‑553. MBIs matching these Troublesome Central Office Codes are referred to as Troublesome MBIs and are not normally available for assignment; see Annex B. MINs whose first 7 digits are the same as the number blocks listed in Annex B should not be programmed in mobiles with an AMPS compatibility mode. These MINs create bit patterns which may produce minor degradations in analog control channel access. If a WSP specifically requests a Troublesome MBI, it can be assigned by the CMA. The WSP shall assume full responsibility for and accept all liability arising out of its use of the Troublesome MBI. The CMA will not be held responsible or liable for any harm that may arise from a WSP’s use of a Troublesome MBI.

6.3. MBIs with the format NXX-NXX that do not correspond to currently assigned CO Codes in Canadian geographic NPAs are not available for assignment by the CMA. These unassignable MBIs include:

a) MBIs corresponding to CO Codes in assigned non-geographic NPAs. A list of assigned non-geographic NPAs used in Canada is included in the Canadian Dial Plan table that will be maintained by the CNA on their web site.

b) MBIs corresponding to CO Codes in geographic NPAs assigned in NANP countries outside Canada - this restriction is necessary as these MBIs are assigned by other MBI administrators, and dual assignments would create roaming conflicts.

c) MBIs corresponding to CO Codes in unassigned NPAs - this restriction is needed to prevent potential future roaming conflicts.

d) MBIs corresponding to unassigned CO Codes in geographic NPAs assigned in Canada – exceptions may occur when an NPA is split, as previously indicated in the assumptions and constraints section.

6.4. MBIs with formats NXX-N11, N11-NXX and N11-N11 - this restriction exists to prevent potential conflicts with N11 service codes such as 911 or 411.
6.5. Categories of MBIs unavailable for assignment are summarized in the table below:

7. RESPONSIBILITIES OF MBI APPLICANTS AND ASSIGNEES

The responsibilities of MBI Applicants and Assignees relating to MBIs are as follows:

7.1. MBI Applicants and MBI Assignees shall comply with the current version of this Guideline, which is obtainable via the CNA's website at www.cnac.ca.

7.2. An MBI Applicant must be authorized by the appropriate Canadian regulatory authority to operate (e.g. licensed by Industry Canada for the spectrum it uses), and must have provided the CMA with evidence of such authorization before MBIs can be assigned.

7.3. An MBI Applicant must have executed the appropriate Service User Agreement with the CMA before an MBI can be assigned to the MBI Applicant by the CMA.
7.4. Forms submitted to the CMA must be signed and submitted by an MBI Applicant's or Assignee's Authorized Representative for signing and/or submitting MBI requests. MBI Applicants must have submitted a letter to the CMA on the organization’s official stationery, signed by a corporate officer or other designated individual that identifies and authorizes the MBI Applicant’s Authorized Representative(s) for signing and submitting MBI requests and other documentation described in this Guideline. The letter shall include the Authorized Representative(s) name, signature, telephone number, email address, facsimile address and geographic address. MBI Applicants and Assignees are responsible for maintaining their list of Authorized Representatives in an accurate state at all times. This authorization serves as a control measure for the protection of both the MBI Applicant or Assignee and the CMA. A numbering resource applicant, holder or assignee may designate Authorized Representatives for multiple types of numbering resources in a single letter to the CMA. 

7.5. To request a new MBI assignment, an MBI Applicant shall complete the certification page and the New MBI Assignment portion of a Form 1 Request For MBI Assignment, Return or Information Change (see Annex C), and submit it to the CMA together with any other documents that may be required by this Guideline.

7.6. MBI Assignees shall activate a MIN within the MBI by a minimum of 30-days and a maximum of 180-days from the date the MBI is assigned. A minimum 30 days is required between assignment and implementation of a new MBI to allow the necessary information to be propagated to international and domestic roaming partners. If a MIN within the MBI cannot be activated within 180 days after the MBI is assigned, the MBI Assignee may apply for an extension of up to 90 days based on a bona fide requirement supported by credible evidence.
7.7. The MBI Assignee is required to inform the CMA of any changes related to the assignment of MBIs. The information associated with an MBI assignment may change over time. Such changes may occur, for example, because of the transfer of an MBI -- through merger or acquisition -- to a different company. The entity to which an MBI is transferred is responsible to inform the CMA of such changes.
7.8. If the MBI information change is not a transfer, the MBI Assignees shall inform the CMA of the information change using the Form 1 Request for MBI Assignment, Return or Information Change. When the MBI information change is a transfer occurring through merger, acquisition or other means, the MBI Applicant that will receive the transferred MBI shall submit a completed Form 1 Request for MBI Assignment, Return or Information Change to the CMA. In addition, the CMA must be provided with written certification from the current MBI Assignee agreeing to the transfer of the MBI.

7.9. MBI Assignees shall assign and efficiently manage the MINs associated with the assigned MBI and maintain up-to-date and accurate assignment records that associate MINs to MDNs. These records are required for audit purposes.
7.10. MBI Assignees shall participate in any required MBI audit process.
7.11. An MBI Assignee shall return an MBI to the CMA using the Form 1 Request for MBI Assignment, Return or Information Change if:

a) the MBI is no longer required by the MBI Assignee,

b) the MBI is not placed in service within the timeframe specified in this Guideline, or,

c) the MBI is not used in conformance with this Guideline.

7.12. MBI Assignees must ensure that the MBIs assigned to them by the CMA match a Roaming Clearinghouse’s records to eliminate roaming or billing conflicts.
8. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE CANADIAN MBI ADMINISTRATOR (CMA)
The MBI administration and assignment responsibilities of the CMA are as follows:
8.1. The CMA shall administer and assign MBIs in accordance with this Guideline.
8.2. The CMA shall safeguard and keep confidential all information provided by MBI Applicants and Assignees, with selected information made available within the telecommunications industry. Information may be provided to the appropriate regulatory authorities on request.
8.3. The CMA shall maintain up-to-date data on Canadian MBI numbering resources and post information on the www.cnac.ca website as follows:

a) A link that allows downloading of the most recently approved version of the Canadian MBI Assignment Guideline.

b) A table that lists all Canadian MBIs including the status of each 1,000 Block in the MBI (e.g. available, assigned, In-Use, conditional availability, being recovered), and the name and OCN of the MBI assignee. Note that when the entire MBI is assigned to a single WSP and certified as In-Use the list will indicate that all 1,000 Blocks in the MBI are in use.

c) Troublesome MBIs shall be identified as having conditional availability in the above table of Canadian MBIs. In the Remarks column of the table, Troublesome MBIs shall be identified.

d) A link to MBIs with formats 0XX-XXX and 1XX-XXX assigned by IFAST and used for international roaming.
e) The portions of the website that contain information on MBIs shall be protected by a password that the CMA shall make available to Telecommunication Service Providers and regulatory authorities when requested.

f) The quantities of Canadian MBI assignments at the beginning of each calendar year for all years following the year this Guideline comes into effect.

8.4. The CMA shall respond to reasonable questioning from current and prospective MBI Assignees pertaining to any aspect of MBI assignment, administration, and the processes outlined in this Guideline. The CMA is not responsible for completing Form 1 or Form 3 on behalf of MBI Applicants or Assignees.

8.5. The CMA shall not assign any MBIs that are identified as unavailable in the "MBIs unavailable for assignment" section of this Guideline. The CMA shall ensure that the availability status of MBIs does not conflict with the current assignment status of the corresponding Canadian CO Codes.

8.6. When the CMA receives a completed Form 1 (Request for MBI Assignment, Return or Information Change) the CMA shall:

a) review the request and determine if the application is complete, complies with this Guideline, and that all the necessary documents have been provided, 

b) respond to the MBI Applicant or Assignee within 14 calendar days from the date of receipt of the Form 1 by sending Form 2 (Canadian MBI Administrator's (CMA's) Response /Confirmation), and

c) indicate on the Form 2 if an MBI is assigned, an MBI Return or Information Change is accepted, the request is incomplete and must be resubmitted with additional information, or the request is rejected and why.
8.7. When the CMA assigns an MBI, the specific MBI shall be selected as follows:

a) The MBI that has been requested by the MBI Applicant shall be assigned, provided it is available for assignment.

b) If more than one MBI Applicant requests the same available MBI, the CMA shall deal with the requests on a first-come first-served basis.

c) If no specific MBI has been requested by the MBI Applicant or none of the requested MBIs are available, an appropriate available MBI will be assigned.
8.8. When the CMA accepts an MBI return, or reclaims an MBI, the MBI shall not be made available for assignment for 90 days. This aging period is required to enable all service providers to complete technical and business procedures relating to the return or reclamation of an MBI.

8.9. When the CMA receives a completed Form 3 (Confirmation of MBI(s) In-Use), the CMA shall change the status of the MBI in its records and on the website from Assigned to In-Use within 14 calendar days.

8.10. If an MBI assignee has not voluntarily returned an MBI, and has not placed an MBI In‑Use within the timeframe specified in this Guideline as evidenced by submission of a completed Form 3, or has discontinued operations or been subject to a merger, etc and has not arranged for a transfer of the MBI, or is not using the MBI in accordance with this Guideline:

a) The CMA shall on an annual basis or as otherwise necessary contact the MBI Assignee and request that the use of the MBI be brought into compliance with this Guideline, i.e. placed In-Use, transferred, voluntarily returned.

b) If the MBI Assignee does not respond within 30 calendar days of receiving the request, with a satisfactory explanation of how the MBI will be brought into compliance with the Guideline, the CMA shall advise CRTC staff and may suspend future assignments of MBIs to the MBI Assignee.

8.11. The CMA shall track MBI assignments and procedures to ensure that MBIs are being used in an efficient and effective manner. Ongoing procedures that foster conservation shall include, but not be limited to, the following:
a) a process to reclaim unused or misused MBIs,
b) conformance with this Guideline, and

c) recommendations to the CSCN for modifications to this Guideline, if the Guideline is found to result in inefficient use or assignment of MINs and MBIs.
8.12. The CMA is not responsible for performing audits of MBI Assignees unless such audits are agreed to by the CSCN or ordered by the regulator. The CSCN may request or the regulatory authority may direct the CMA to perform an audit or audits. The CMA may also recommend to the CSCN or regulator that an audit be performed.
8.13. The CMA shall cooperate with any audits of the CMA that may be requested by the CSCN or directed by the regulator.
8.14. The CMA shall maintain all records and files of Canadian MBI numbering activities, including appeals.

8.15. The CMA shall follow the responsibilities for the Grandfathering process as detailed in Annex A.
9. APPEALS PROCESS

9.1. Disagreements may arise between the CMA and MBI Applicants or MBI Assignees in the context of the administration and management of MBIs and the application of this Guideline. In all cases, the CMA and MBI Applicants or MBI Assignees will make reasonable, good faith efforts to resolve such disagreements among themselves, consistent with this Guideline, prior to pursuing any appeal. Appeals may include, but are not limited to, one or more of the following options:

a) With regard to the administration of MBIs, the MBI Applicant or MBI Assignee will have the opportunity to resubmit the matter to the CMA with additional information for reconsideration.
b) Issues referred to the CMA, but not resolved to the satisfaction of the MBI Applicant or Assignee and the CMA may be referred to the CSCN for consideration or the CRTC for final resolution.

9.2. The CMA will keep reports on any resolution resulting from the above options on file, the content of which will be mutually agreed upon by the involved parties. At a minimum, the report will contain the final disposition of the appeal (e.g. whether or not an MBI was assigned).

9.3. Guideline interpretation, clarification, or MBI management questions associated with an appeal will be referred by the MBI Applicant or Assignee or the CMA to the CSCN for consideration. Unless otherwise mutually agreed to by the parties, these questions will be submitted in a generic manner protecting the identity of the appellant. All documentation resulting from these activities will be kept on file by the CMA.

10. MAINTENANCE OF THIS GUIDELINE

10.1. It may be necessary to modify this Guideline periodically to meet changing and unforeseen circumstances. The need for such modifications may be identified by the CMA or any wireless entities/forums operating within Canada. Questions regarding the maintenance of this Guideline or requests for modifications should be directed to the CSCN. These questions or requests for modifications will be processed in conformance with CISC procedures. All documentation resulting from these activities will be kept on file by the MBI Administrator.

11. GLOSSARY DEFINITIONS
	Term
	Definition

	1,000 Block
	A block of contiguous MINs containing MSNs ranging from X000 to X999 within the block, where X=0 to 9.

	Advanced Mobile Phone Systems (AMPS)
	Used to informally refer to the TIA family of radio interface standards, particularly ANSI TIA/EIA-553 analog cellular, and supporting network standards (such as ANSI TIA/EIA-41).

	Aging Period for MBIs
	The period of time during which a returned or reclaimed MBI cannot be reassigned by the CMA. The CMA must age any returned or reclaimed MBIs for 90 calendar days.

	Authorized Representative
	A person authorized in accordance with section 8.4 of this Guideline by a corporate officer or other designated individual of the MBI Applicant's or Assignee's organization to sign or submit MBI requests and other documentation described in this Guideline.

	Canadian MBI Administrator (CMA)
	The administration of Canadian MIN Block Identifiers is performed by the CMA. Current contact information is as follows:

	Canadian Numbering Administrator (CNA)
	The entity responsible for the administration of Canadian numbering resources. The CNA performs the role of the Canadian MBI Administrator (CMA).

	Canadian Radio-television and Telecommunications Commission (CRTC)
	The CRTC is the Canadian regulatory body for broadcasting and telecommunications. Its responsibilities include the regulation and administration of domestic numbering.

	Canadian Steering Committee on Numbering (CSCN)
	The CSCN is a subtending Working Group of the CRTC Interconnection Steering Committee, which is an organization established by the CRTC to assist in developing information, procedures, and guidelines that may be required in various aspects of the CRTC's regulatory activities.

	Central Office Code (CO Code)
	A CO Code (also known as an NXX Code) is the 3-digit code that occupies the D, E, and F positions in the 10-digit NANP format that applies throughout the NANP serving area. CO Codes are in the format NXX, where N is a number from 2 to 9 and X is a number from 0 to 9.

	CMA
	See Canadian MBI Administrator.

	Code Division Multiple Access (CDMA)
	One form of digital wireless service. CDMA systems based on the TIA IS-95 standard generally include an AMPS analog compatibility mode.

	Enhanced Specialized Mobile Radio (ESMR)
	Digital SMR networks that provide dispatch, voice and messaging and data services.

	Exchange Area
	An Exchange Area is an area that is the basic unit for administration of telephone service by an ILEC. For the purpose of this Guideline, the Exchange Area of a complete or Partial MBI is the Exchange Area that a WSP has chosen to associate with the complete or Partial MBI. This Exchange Area may or may not be the same as the Exchange Area of the NPA-NXX that corresponds to the complete MBI. (The terms Exchange Area and Rate Center are typically used synonymously as they usually have the same names. A Rate Centre is a specific geographic point with coordinates intended to be used to determine distance-dependent rates for Interexchange service.)

	Grandfathering
	Grandfathering is a process that provides WSPs with the ability to obtain complete MBIs that match the NPA-NXX and Partial MBIs that match the NPA-NXX-X 1,000 Block they use for MDNs as of October 12, 2006. For additional details on Grandfathering, see Annex A.

	Home Network Identifier (HNI)
	The segment of a North American IMSI that contains a Mobile Country Code and the Mobile Network Code of the WSP. 

	Home Wireless Network
	The network in which the mobile user is subscribed and from which a visited network obtains authorization for service.

	IFAST
	International Forum on ANSI-41 Standards Technology.

	International Mobile Station Identity (IMSI)
	In North America an IMSI is a 15-digit number. The IMSI identifies a Mobile Station, its Home Wireless Network, and home country. Wireless networks conforming to ITU-T Recommendation E.212 use IMSIs instead of MINs for similar purposes. IMSI administration in Canada is defined in the Canadian International Mobile Station Identity (IMSI) Assignment Guidelines.

	International Roaming MIN (IRM)
	A 10-digit MIN, starting with 0 or 1, allocated by the IFAST IRM Administrator.

	In-Use
	An activated Partial or complete MBI in which specific Mobile Stations are utilizing assigned MINs.

	ITU Telecommunication Standardization Sector (ITU-T)
	The ITU-T is a permanent organ of the International Telecommunication Union (ITU), and is responsible for studying technical, operating and tariff questions and issuing recommendations with a view to standardizing telecommunications worldwide.

	Local Exchange Carrier (LEC)
	An entity authorized by the CRTC to provide local exchange services in specified Exchange Areas in Canada.

	MBI Applicant
	An entity that has applied for an MBI in accordance with this Guideline.

	MBI Assignee
	An entity to which a complete or Partial MBI has been assigned in accordance with this Guideline.

	MIN Block Identifier (MBI)
	The first 6 digits of a 10-digit MIN. Where a MIN Block is assigned to a single WSP, the entire block of 10,000 MINs may be used by that WSP. This is sometimes referred to as a complete MBI.

	Mobile Directory Number (MDN)
	A 10-digit NANP telephone number used in dialing a Mobile Station. Where WNP has been implemented, an MDN is portable.

	Mobile Identification Number (MIN)
	A non-dialable and non-portable 10-digit number consisting of a 6‑digit MBI followed by a 4-digit MSN. A MIN is used to identify a Mobile Station and its Home Wireless Network to facilitate billing, provisioning of enhanced services and subscription management. MINs are also defined in ANSI TIA/EIA-553. Although the 10-digit MIN may be the same sequence of digits as the MDN in a telephone, the two 10-digit numbers serve different functions.

	Mobile Satellite Services (MSS)
	A satellite service which uses portable terrestrial terminals that may be mounted on a ship, airplane or automobile or may be carried by an individual.

	Mobile Station
	Interface equipment used to terminate the radio path at the user side (e.g., a portable, transportable or hand-held radio telecommunications terminal supporting mobility services).

	Mobile Station Identity (MSID)
	The MSID is a non-dialable number used to identify a Mobile Station; the MSID is either a MIN or an IMSI.

	Mobile Subscriber Number (MSN)
	Last 4 digits of a 10-digit MIN.

	North American Numbering Plan (NANP)
	The NANP is an integrated telephone numbering plan serving 19 countries, including the US, Canada, and various Caribbean countries. NANP numbers are 10-digit numbers consisting of a 3‑digit NPA code, commonly called an area code, followed by a 7‑digit local number. The format is usually represented as NXX-NXX-XXXX, where N is any digit from 2 through 9 and X is any digit from 0 through 9. The NANP conforms with ITU-T Recommendation E.164, the international public telecommunication numbering plan, which assigns Country Code 1 to the 19 NANP-area countries.

	Numbering Plan Area (NPA)
	An NPA is the 3‑digit code that occupies the A, B, and C positions in the 10‑digit NANP format that applies throughout the NANP serving area. NPAs are of the format NXX, where N represents the digits 2-9 and X represents any digit 0-9. In the NANP, NPAs are classified as either geographic or non-geographic. An NPA is also called an Area Code.

a)
Geographic NPAs are NPAs that correspond to discrete geographic areas within the NANP serving area.

b)
Non-geographic NPAs are NPAs that do not correspond to discrete geographic areas, but which are instead assigned for services with attributes, functions, or requirements that transcend specific geographic boundaries. The common examples are NPAs in the N00 format, e.g., 800, 900.

	Operating Company Number (OCN)
	An OCN is a code used to uniquely identify and associate a company with certain records in industry databases (e.g., CMA, Telcordia, NECA). Specific to this Guideline, the OCN is intended to uniquely identify the MBI Applicant or Assignee in the CMA's databases. OCNs are used in various telecommunications industry processes primarily as a means to identify local service providers. www.neca.orgCompanies that do not have an OCN may contact the National Exchange Carriers Association (NECA) to request the assignment of a NECA Company Code that can be used as an OCN. NECA Company Codes are assigned based on different types of services. Companies with questions regarding OCNs should visit the NECA website at .

	Partial MBI
	Where an MBI is split into 10 blocks of 1,000 MINs (i.e., 1,000 Block), the individual 1,000 blocks are referred to as Partial MBIs.

	Personal Communication Services (PCS)
	PCS is a radiocommunication service provided by a carrier licensed by the Government of Canada to operate radio apparatus installed in a base station that communicates on the transmit and receive frequencies in the radio frequency band authorized by the Government of Canada.

	Reseller/Mobile Virtual Network Operator (MVNO)
	 A Reseller is an entity that purchases airtime from a Wireless Service Provider (WSP) at wholesale prices and resells the wireless service to customers. An MVNO is an entity that is a Reseller that maintains a separate in-house customer database for billing, customer care and private pools of numbers which it assigns to its customers.

	Roaming Clearinghouse
	A service company that collects and processes roaming and billing information for a number of WSPs. The clearinghouse then transfers the compiled roaming data to the proper WSPs for credits and billing, based on the MBI assignment data that the WSPs have previously provided to the clearinghouse.

	Service User Agreement
	A contractual agreement between the MBI Applicant or MBI Assignee and the CNA acting as the CMA. The Service User Agreement is approved by the CRTC as a precondition of a service user obtaining Canadian numbering services from the CNA.

	Telecommunications Industry Association/Electronic Industry Association (TIA/EIA)
	TIA/EAI is a designation used as part of a wireless standard’s document identification scheme.

	Telecommunications Service Provider (TSP)
	Any entity that is authorized by the appropriate regulatory authority to provide telecommunications services to the public.

	Time Division Multiple Access (TDMA)
	One form of digital wireless service. TDMA systems based on the TIA/EIA IS-54-B and TIA/EIA IS-136 standards generally include an AMPS analog compatibility mode.

	Troublesome MBIs
	Some NPA-NXXs are defined as Troublesome Central Office Codes in ANSI TIA/EIA-553. MBIs matching these Troublesome Central Office Codes are referred to as Troublesome MBIs.

	Visited Wireless Network
	The network from which a Mobile Station obtains service while not in its Home Wireless Network.

	Wireless Number Portability (WNP)
	WNP permits customers of WSPs to port their telephone numbers to other WSPs and LECs and also permits customers of LECs to port their telephone numbers to WSPs.

	Wireless Service Provider (WSP)
	For the purpose of this Guideline, WSPs are licensed by the Government of Canada to provide cellular service, PCS, ESMR or MSS. For the purposes of this guideline, a WSP does not exclude Wireless Competitive Local Exchange Carriers.
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Annex A: MBI Grandfathering Procedures

BACKGROUND
Grandfathering is a process that provides Wireless Service Providers (WSPs) with the ability to obtain a startup inventory of MBIs and Partial MBIs that matches their existing inventory of NPA/NXX or NPA/NXX-X telephone number blocks.

MBIs and Partial MBIs that are eligible for assignment to a WSP by the Grandfathering process are the MBIs and Partial MBIs that match all the NPA/NXXs or NPA/NXX-Xs in use by, or assigned to, the WSP on or before the Grandfathering Date (October 12, 2006).

MBI applications made after October 12, 2006 shall follow the process described in the body of the Canadian MIN Block Identifier (MBI) Assignment Guideline.

GRANDFATHERING PROCESS

By June 23, 2006 the CMA shall advise all CO Code Holders that are WSPs of the Grandfathering process and request each WSP to either submit the appropriate Grandfathering forms to the CMA by the due dates or to advise the CMA if they do not require to Grandfather MBIs. Each WSP that requires Grandfathered MBIs shall, by July 14, 2006, submit a completed Grandfathered MBI Request Form and a Grandfathered MBI Spreadsheet to the CMA. Forms will be available from the CNA website at: www.cnac.ca. On July 17, 2006 the CMA shall submit a list of WSPs to the Secretary General of the Commission identifying which WSPs have submitted the above documents to the CMA, those that have not submitted the documents and those that have indicated they do not require Grandfathered MBIs.
The CMA will review all the Grandfathered MBI Request Forms it receives to check for discrepancies and identify MBIs that qualify for grandfathering. The CMA shall then compile a list for each WSP of all proposed Grandfathered MBIs for that WSP that identifies any discrepancies, including discrepancies with the CNA's CO Code assignment records and conflicting requests for different WSPs' Partial MBIs.

As soon as the CMA identifies a discrepancy, the CMA shall notify the affected WSP(s). The affected WSP(s) shall attempt to resolve the discrepancy prior to September 5, 2006.

The CMA shall forward to each WSP the completed list of proposed Grandfathered MBIs for that WSP by September 5, 2006. This list shall flag any unresolved discrepancies or conflicts for complete or Partial MBIs that must be resolved prior to assignment.
Each WSP shall review the list received from the CMA and, by September 22, 2006, shall submit a completed Grandfathered MBI Confirmation Form that either confirms that the list provided by the CMA is correct and complete, or requests changes to the list. If the Grandfathered MBI Confirmation Form is used to request changes to the list, then the WSP shall also submit a completed Grandfathered MBI Notification/Exception Form indicating requested changes. If a WSP fails to submit a completed Grandfathered MBI Confirmation Form to the CMA by September 22, 2006 the CMA shall not assign the MBIs to that WSP.
By October 2, 2006, the CMA will notify each WSP of its final Grandfathered MBI assignments. The CMA will also publish a complete list of Grandfathered MBIs on the password protected MBI website. The CMA may consult with CRTC staff, if necessary, to resolve any outstanding issues, discrepancies and conflicts.
Any updates or change requests after July 14, 2006 and before September 22, must be made using an MBI Grandfathered Notification/Exception form.

WSPs that have MDNs assigned to them by LECs or other WSPs in blocks of less than 10,000 numbers (e.g., 1,000, 100, or 1) shall request Grandfathering of the corresponding Partial MBI, with a minimum of 1,000 MINs. If a WSP requests Partial MBI Assignments within one complete MBI and no other WSP requests Partial MBI Assignments within that complete MBI, then the complete MBI may be requested by and assigned to that WSP after October 12, 2007.  
The Grandfathering process ends on October 12, 2006.
If requested by the CMA, the Assignee of a Grandfathered MBI will have to certify that the MBI is in use.
SPECIAL REQUESTS

If the CMA receives a request to Grandfather MBIs of the format 0XXXXX or 1XXXXX, they shall direct the WSP to contact IFAST as MBIs in these ranges need to be coordinated with the appropriate industry bodies to ensure that records are complete and to prevent duplicate assignments.

Any Canadian WSP that currently uses MBIs in the format NXX0XX or NXX1XX must submit to the CMA a Grandfathered MBI Request form to grandfather the use of those MBIs. The CMA shall grandfather the use of such MBIs and report this information to IFAST for inclusion in TIA/EIA/TSB29‑D “International Implementation of Wireless Telecommunication Systems Compliant with ANSI/TIA/EAI-41” or its equivalent. If two or more WSPs request the same MBIs in the format NXX0XX or NXX1XX, then the CMA shall refer the matter to CRTC staff for resolution.
