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Temporary Special CO Code Assignment Practices for NPAs 613/819

BACKGROUND:

In January 2003, the CRTC Interconnection Steering Committee (CISC) agreed to accept Task Information Form (TIF) #001 addressing Temporary Special Central Office Code Assignment Practices (SCOCAPs) for NPAs 613/819.

The objective of this TIF was to develop SCOCAPs to be applied for Central Office (CO) Code assignment in NPAs 613 and 819 until Phase 1 Relief (i.e., 10‑digit local dialing, elimination of Protected CO Codes and the split of the Ottawa-Hull Exchange Area) is implemented in NPAs 613 and 819.

The purpose of the SCOCAPs was to help minimize the quantity of Protected CO Codes in NPAs 613 and 819 and extend the life of both NPAs.

The NPA 613/819 Relief Planning Committee (RPC) has held a series of meetings to develop the SCOCAPs contained in the attached document.  The RPC has agreed that the implementation of the attached SCOCAPs would be beneficial on a temporary basis for assignment of CO Codes in NPAs 613 and 819 only.

The proposed SCOCAPs would require the Canadian Numbering Administrator (CNA) to assign CO Codes in a manner that will not disrupt local 7‑digit cross‑NPA boundary dialing for dialing plans that Telecommunications Service Providers (TSPs) have submitted to the CNA.  The CNA would provide on the CNA website list(s) of CO Codes to assist TSPs and the CNA in requesting and assigning CO Codes.

The SCOCAPs would require TSPs to request, to the maximum extent possible, CO Code assignments in NPA 613 and 819 that will minimize the quantity of CO Codes that require protection in NPAs 613 and 819.  This means that TSPs in NPAs 613 and 819 would be required to request CO Code assignments that use CO Codes that are already assigned or protected in NPA 819 and 613 respectively, and which will not disrupt local 7‑digit cross‑NPA boundary dialing plans.

To address exceptional circumstances, the SCOCAPs contain special provisions to permit a TSP to request assignment of a specific CO Code to address network or operational system limitations or extraordinary requirements.

The RPC submits that the proposed SCOCAPs would help to reduce the quantity of Protected CO Codes in NPAs 613 and 819 and extend the life of both NPAs, without any significant negative impact on TSPs.

RECOMMENDATION:

The NPA 613/819 RPC recommends that the attached Special Central Office Code Assignment Practices be approved by the Commission for assignment of CO Codes in NPAs 613 and 819 until Phase 1 Relief is implemented.

Proposed Special Central Office Code Assignment Practices for NPAs 613 and 819

The following Special Central Office Code Assignment Practices shall be applied for Central Office (CO) Codes in NPAs 613 and 819 until Phase 1 Relief (i.e., 10‑digit local dialing, elimination of Protected CO Codes, and split of the Ottawa/Hull exchange area) is implemented in NPAs 613 and 819.  The purpose of these Special Central Office Code Assignment Practices is to help minimize the quantity of Protected CO Codes in NPAs 613 and 819 and extend the lives of both NPAs.

1) Telecommunications Service Providers (TSPs) shall, to the maximum extent possible, request CO Code assignments in NPA 613 and 819 that will minimize the quantity of CO Codes that require protection in NPAs 613 and 819.  In NPA 613, TSPs shall request CO Code assignments that use CO Codes that are already assigned or protected in NPA 819 and will not disrupt local 7‑digit cross‑NPA boundary dialing plans.  In NPA 819, TSPs shall request CO Code assignments that use CO Codes that are already assigned or protected in NPA 613 and will not disrupt local 7‑digit cross‑NPA boundary dialing plans.

2) The Canadian Numbering Administrator (CNA) shall, to the maximum extent possible, assign CO Codes in NPAs 613 and 819 that will minimize the quantity of CO Codes that require protection in NPAs 613 and 819.  In NPAs 613 and 819, the CNA shall assign CO Codes that are already assigned or protected in NPAs 819 and 613, respectively, and will not disrupt local 7‑digit cross‑NPA boundary dialing plans.

3) The CNA shall assign CO Codes in a manner that will not disrupt local 7‑digit cross‑NPA boundary dialing for dialing plans that TSPs have submitted to the CNA.

4) The CNA shall use the NPA 613 and 819 7‑digit dialing local calling areas and dialing plans submitted to it by Bell Canada to establish and maintain on the CNA website list(s) of CO Codes to assist TSPs and CNA in requesting and assigning CO Codes in accordance with these practices.  CO Code Applicants shall refer to these list(s) when requesting specific CO Code assignments.

5) In the event that a CO Code Applicant requests assignment of a specific CO Code that would be inconsistent with the above Special Central Office Code Assignment Practices, the CO Code Applicant shall submit a written explanation providing the rationale for the request to the CNA.  The CNA shall only assign the requested CO Code to the CO Code Applicant if the request is based on a network or operational system limitation or extraordinary requirement.  If the CNA has any concerns about the request, the CNA may review the request with CRTC staff and seek their agreement to the assignment.

6) TSPs should review new CO Code assignments in NPAs 613 and 819 when they are published in a NPAs 613 and 819 new CO Code assignment list(s) (i.e., assignment date, NPA, NXX, OCN, company and rate center) on the CNA website and notify the CNA as soon as possible if they have any concerns.

7) The CNA shall consider the impacts of the Special Central Office Code Assignment Practices when conducting NPA Relief Planning Numbering Resource Utilization Forecast surveys and forecasting Projected Exhaust Dates for NPAs 613 and 819.
