In its September 17th letter [“the letter”] the Commission has asked to show cause as to why the Commission should not publish in the forth annual Report to the Governing Council on the Status of Competition in Canadian Telecommunications Markets / Deployment and Accessibility of Advanced Telecommunications Infrastructure and Services [“the Monitoring Report”], information specific to Bell West Inc. as outlined below.

Local market share percentages by major centres as listed in the September 17th letter attachment, split between incumbents, out-of-territory incumbents and competitors, for residential, business and wholesale segments, based on lines provided in Form 213;

Large incumbent local market share percentage by province with incumbents out-of territory lines grouped with competitor’s lines within each province, based on lines provided in Form 212;

3.
Large incumbent market share percentages in the long distance market, expressed as a percentage of total minutes provided in Form 224 for its operating territories; and

4.
A map showing the total incumbent and competitor major fibre routes between cities based on capacity by lit fibre as provided in Form 314.  Individual company routes will not be identified.

As this information does not represent a departure from the form and content published in the Monitoring Report of the previous year, Bell West Inc does not object to the release of this information.

Additionally, Bell West Inc does not object to the Commission publishing the additional information requested in the Letter and outlined below.
