Show Cause – Publishing of certain information filed in confidence
1. FCI Broadband, a division of Futureway Communications Inc. (“FCI Broadband”) is in receipt of the Commission’s letter dated 17 September 2004, directing certain companies to show cause by 28 September 2004, why the Commission should not publish certain information filed in confidence by FCI Broadband et al, in the Commission’s fourth annual Report to the Governor in Council on the Status of Competition in Canadian Telecommunications Markets / Deployment and Accessibility of Advance Telecommunications Infrastructure and Services (Monitoring Report).

2. Specifically, the Commission asked why it should not publish the following information as it pertains to FCI Broadband:


a. Local market share percentages (based on lines provided in Form 213) by the major centers listed in Attachment A split between incumbents, out-of-territory incumbents and competitors for residential, business and total (including wholesale) local segments;
b. Large incumbent local market share percentages by province (based on lines as provided in Form 212 with incumbent out-of-territory lines within the province being grouped with the competitors’ lines;

c. Large incumbent Long Distance market share percentages (based on revenues as provided in Form 224) by incumbent operating territories; 
d. A map showing the total of incumbents’ and competitors’ major fibre routes between cities based on capacity by lit fibre as provided in Form 314; and

e. Broadband availability percentages split between rural and urban households by province; and subscription percentages by province.
3. FCI Broadband is of the view that, pursuant to section 39(1) of the Telecommunications Act, and Section 19 of the CRTC Telecommunication Rules of Procedure, if FCI Broadband filed any such information, it has been filed in confidence with the Commission.  The information is sensitive and confidential in  nature and contains financial, commercial and corporate information specific to FCI Broadband that would prejudice the competitive position of the company if it were disclosed on the public record thereby causing it specific and direct harm.  FCI Broadband is a privately held company and does not publish its revenue or operating information on the public record.  Therefore, disclosure of this information would give FCI Broadband’s competitors valuable insight into information not otherwise available to them.  FCI Broadband submits that the public interest in the disclosure of this information does not outweigh the harm that would accrue to FCI Broadband from its release.

4. FCI Broadband respectfully submits and requests that the information as filed and referenced above, be maintained strictly in confidence and not released to the public record.
