As a federally regulated company with more than 100 employees, Corus is subject to the 1996 Employment Equity Act. As is the case with all of Corus’ radio stations and other operations, all recruitment efforts promote Corus as an equal opportunity employer. Station managers have a duty to ensure that fair hiring practices are in place at their own respective stations, ultimately hiring the most talented person regardless of ethnic background. 

News and Music
CJSS-FM is a rock music station featuring classic and contemporary rock music acts, with very limited news programming. 

Promotion of Canadian Artists
CJSS-FM is a strong promoter of national and local Canadian artists. The station broadcasts public service announcements for the Canadian Radio Music Awards and also broadcasts Juno Award specials. In the local market we have brought in Canadian musical acts for free concerts in support of Cornwall’s summer hot air balloon festival Lift-Off. CJSS-FM also airs a weekly segment called Band-Aid that allows local bands and artists who are just starting out to showcase their music. The show includes a musical selection, biographical information and information on how listeners can see and hear the act perform live. To date, local artists as diverse as blues bands, rock acts, metal acts, and folk artists from diverse cultural backgrounds have been featured.
