EMPLOYMENT:

Current and Past Employee composition;

· Current full time employment, women account for 9 of 18 full time positions, we also have one part time position, which is held by a female.  

· An Aboriginal Canadian has held recent positions within the organization, as well we employed a Spanish speaking Canadian studying English as a second language. 

Continuing Employment practices;

NEWS:

Aboriginal Diversity;


The Tyendinaga Mohawk Nation is located just east of Belleville, CJOJ FM’s news department is dedicated to ensuring news events either locally or nationally pertaining to Aboriginal events are given timely consideration on a day to day basis. The station has done and will continue to do a number of segments pertaining to businesses and events in Tyendinaga, an example of this is our continued coverage pertaining to the development of “FNTI” The First Nations Technical Institute. 

Cultural Diversity

-CJOJ FM is the sponsor of the “Belleville Waterfront and Ethnic Festival”. This event highlights the various ethnic cultures which make up the diversity of the community. This event takes place in July each year and the station is entering into the 2nd year of a 3 year commitment as the “Title Sponsor”. The station covers this event extensively from a news perspective. 

-Coverage of stories, which pertain to Belleville’s twin cities of Lahr Germany, and Gun Po, South Korea

-Coverage and support of other ethnic or cultural events such as the Scottish/ Irish Festival, which takes place in Belleville.

The CJOJ FM News team is comprised of a Male/Female team; these professionals are dedicated to provide responsible coverage for events related to all aspects of the community, this practice will continue in the future.

MUSIC:

Musically, CJOJ offers both direct and indirect promotion of Canadian music.

Direct dollars include SOCAN, Belleville Waterfront and Ethnic Festival, and Canadian Talent Development donations to The Albert College Music Department. 

Indirect contributions include; the promotion of the Havelock Jamboree, promotion of Canadian acts appearing at the Empire Theatre*, including live on-air interviews with these artists, which usually encompass live acoustic performances of their music.  We are the sole media sponsor for the “End of Winter Blues-fest” at Loyalist College (going March 5th 2005) featuring various Canadian Blues bands, we are also the media sponsor for “Picton Bluesfest”, and we are continually supporting local school productions with interviews and donated advertising campaigns.   

PROMOTION OF CANADIAN ARTISTS:

CJOJ FM has interviewed and sponsored Susan Aglukark, Buffy St Marie, Colin James, and Randy Bachman performances in Belleville.

Promotion of Canadian talent includes interviews with performers appearing at Empire Theatre, and beyond. The station has done extensive interviews with Canadian bands such as the Tragically Hip, and the Wilkinsons prior to their various tours. We also provide promotion for local bands including such acts as  “All You Need Is Love” a Beatle’s tribute band from Belleville, which were the headliners at the International show.

We are committed to the community and take pride in our ability to help local talent receive promotion on the air. This practice will steadily increase as the station continues on it growth cycle.

* The Empire Theatre & Center for the performing Arts is a new theatre located in downtown Belleville that is dedicated to bringing musical acts, live theatre and performing arts to the community.  The Empire Theatre has featured many Canadian Artists such as The Wilkinsons, The Leahy’s, Bruce Cockburn, and Rita MacNeil
