As a federally regulated company with more than 100 employees, Corus is subject to the 1996 Employment Equity Act. As is the case with all of Corus’ radio stations and other operations, all recruitment efforts promote Corus as an equal opportunity employer. Station managers have a duty to ensure that fair hiring practices are in place at their own respective stations, ultimately hiring the most talented person regardless of ethnic background. 

News and Music
CFLG-FM is a music station with a mix of 1980s, 1990s and current music selections and with limited news coverage. The newsroom has and continues to report on events in the community that reflect cultural diversity, including WorldFest, a festival featuring performers from Canada and around the world. 

Promotion of Canadian Artists
CFLG-FM continues to be a strong promoter of national and local Canadian talent, largely through its support of the annual Cornwall balloon festival Lift-Off. The station sponsors and promotes free concerts at this festival. CFLG-FM also promotes Canadian artists by sponsoring and promoting performances in which Canadian musicians and entertainers are showcased at a local Cornwall theatre. Recently CFLG-FM has promoted numerous up and coming Canadian artists such as Ryan Malcolm, Kalan Porter, Jacynthe and Michael Buble, through concert ticket giveaways and album giveaways. CFLG-GM also airs Juno Awards specials to feature nominated Canadian acts.
