TELUS Application for Review and Variance of Decision CRTC 2001-582 and Request for Interim Stay.
1. AT&T Canada Corp. is in receipt of an application by TELUS Communications Inc. (TELUS) to review and vary a portion of Decision 2001-582 (the Decision), and requesting an interim stay of that same portion of the Decision.  These comments are filed by AT&T Canada Corp. and AT&T Canada Telecom Services Company (collectively, AT&T Canada) pursuant to the procedural direction set out in the Commission's letter dated 26 September 2001.

2. The Commission made its Decision to order disclosure of the third party reports in response to AT&T Canada's request for disclosure and further responses.  That request was filed on 23 July 2001.
  GT Group Telecom Services Corp. filed a similar request for disclosure of the third party information filed by TELUS in its interrogatory response.

3. The portion of the Decision that is the object of this application directs TELUS to disclose on the public record information filed in confidence in interrogatory response TELUS(CRTC)26Jun01‑1302.  That portion of the Decision states:

The Commission considers that the information filed in confidence in response to interrogatory TELUS(CRTC)26Jun01-1302 (local competition market analyses developed by NBI/Sone & Associates and by Lemay‑Yates Associates) is relevant to this proceeding, and that it would be appropriate for all parties to have an opportunity to review and respond to it. Accordingly, TELUS is directed to file, on the public record, the requested information in the response to interrogatory TELUS(CRTC)26Jun01-1302.

4. Instead of complying with the Decision and producing the requested information on the public record in accordance with the 13 September 2001 deadline, TELUS filed a revised response to the interrogatory that removes the Lemay—Yates information from the record of this proceeding.  Now it seeks a stay to further avoid complying with the Decision.

5. For the reasons set out in its 23 July 2001 letter, AT&T Canada submits that TELUS' request for a stay should be denied.  Moreover, AT&T Canada submits that TELUS should be ordered to comply with the Decision and file the Lemay—Yates information on the public record.  TELUS has not demonstrated that the Decision is incorrect, nor that the Commission erred in law.  

6. Alternatively, should the Commission determine that the third party information relied upon by TELUS not be disclosed on the public record, then for the reasons set out in its 23 July 2001 letter AT&T Canada requests that such information be removed entirely from the record of this proceeding.
