Finally, the Companies note that Aliant Telecom will not be able to provide meaningful or valid estimates of TFP growth for NewTel Communications, as requested in The Companies(CRTC)16Mar01-102 PC.  Aliant Telecom has expended significant time and effort in order to develop the historically consistent disaggregate data needed to develop estimates of TFP for NewTel Communications.  However, due to numerous changes to systems, databases and records over time, the lack of sufficiently detailed historical records, and the fact that many of the resources who worked on such data in the past are no longer with the Company, Aliant Telecom is unable to develop consistently measured data for many of the output and input categories needed for TFP estimation for NewTel Communications.  The disaggregate information is simply not available to permit the meaningful construction of such estimates.
