FOTS expenditures assigned to the SRB Utility segment in the table above in the year 1997 are used solely for supporting the growth in the Company's Utility services.  The assignment is in compliance with Decision 95-21 and Order 97-144, whereby all new FOTS investment starting 1 January 1997 is assigned to the Competitive segment except for investment which is exclusively used for or planned for use within 12 months for Utility services.

The Company notes that certain information in this response is provided in confidence to the Commission pursuant to section 39 of the Telecommunication Act.  The release of this information would enable current and potential competitors to obtain valuable insight with respect to detailed network facilities provisioning information which would enable them to formulate more effective marketing strategies and to focus on specific market segments, thereby prejudicing the Company's competitive position and causing specific direct harm to the Company.
