As stated in Interrogatory Response TCI(CRTC)14Apr99-1, the Company does not have available data that indicates DS-1 quantities based on vintages of FOTS equipment requested in column (2) and thus is unable to complete the calculations for column (4) and the ratios of column (4) to (5).  While Company records are available to identify equivalent VF circuits by FOTS system by vintage, extensive changes to existing databases and source data systems would be required in order to provide the requested information.  The Company stated in the attachment to its November 10, 1998 letter that:

…Significant resources will be necessary in order to undertake the one-time development activities and the ongoing annual reporting to implement the supplemental broadband reporting requirements.  In the Company’s estimation, this could mean a one man-year development effort and a half man-year annual reporting effort.  This would be contrary to the Commission’s objective of reducing regulatory burden when other monitoring alternatives exist to permit the necessary regulatory oversight…

The Company has provided data for column (3) based on Interrogatory Response TCI(CRTC)14Apr99-3 with a WFF of 50% and notes that the stated transfer price does not include any FOTS access facilities.  The data for column (5) was obtained from the Company’s 1997 FOTS investment placed in-service by account code.
