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Introduction 

This paper summarizes  Network SWG discussion and input on CSCN Issue 28. We would like to thank Brenda Stevens from CSCN who participated at the Network SWG meeting.



The Questions

If a customer is assigned a whole code and it moves from donor carrier to a receiver carrier with all the TNs in that code, should that code be transferred and under what condition.



If a customer has majority of the TNs in a code and that customer moves to the receiver carrier, should that code also be moved. What constitute "majority" or under what condition should that code be moved ?





Summary of discussion at the Network SWG meetings



In the US, a process has been established for the transfer on an active code from a donor carrier to a receiver carrier. It only applies when a customer owns a whole code and that customer moves to the receiver carrier with all the TNs in that code. Agreement is required between the donor and receiver carriers before such a code can be transferred.





It was pointed out that the moving of a an active CO code is not just a bilateral issue between the donor carrier and the receiver because other carriers are also impacted. There was discussion on how many carriers are really impacted and also on the amount of work (notification, updating tables, records etc) required by the impacted carriers. Some parties indicated that the impacts may be small. The two key parties are the donor and receiver carriers.



It was stated that there is a clear advantage for the receiver carrier because it does not have to pay the LNP NPAC cost for all the 10k numbers in that CO code. The advantage for the other carriers would be on the saving of LNP queries.



It was also stated that it would be very difficult for carriers to quantify the costs and benefits in a because:



it depends on the number calls to the TNs in the transferred code in order to determine the savings from not having to perform the database queries.

each company has its own cost structure and internal systems, it may be very difficult to agree on a common cost formula to arrive at a common set of  criteria.



It was also pointed out that as there are costs and benefits involved, transfer of a CO code  should only take place when parties are properly compensated.



6.   Some party expressed concern that it would be inappropriate for parties to be compensated for the transfer of CO code.  





Suggestion from Netwok SWG to the CSCN



a) The only case worth considering is when a customer who is assigned the entire CO code is moving to another service provider. There other cases are too complex even to contemplate.



b) CSCN should proceed to develop a process for the transfer of active CO code mentioned a).



c) Before such a code can be transferred, there must be agreement between the donor and the receiver carriers.
