1. Motion for an amendment to version 2.0 of the proposed Consensus Report on Guidelines for the Use of the "Circuit Code" Signaling Parameter by Local Exchange Carriers

As a condition to support an industry consensus on Guidelines for the Use of the "Circuit Code" Signaling Parameter by Local Exchange Carriers (NTRE006), Vidéotron Télécom ltée. (VTL) requests that the text of the Consensus Report include a clear statement relative to the impact that this consensus would have on the availability of interconnection arrangements used between a CLEC and an ILEC
, as an IXC.

Namely, the Consensus Report should specify that in such an instance the use of the CLEC's own Access Tandem, as a gateway and aggregating switch node for the 'Domestic 1+' and 'Domestic Operator Service System' traffic between the CLEC's local network and the ILEC's toll network and operator services system, is not precluded.
