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It should be noted that the NTWG comments are based on participants' interpretation of the texts in BPRE013a. There were more than one interpretations for the same text and therefore we felt that clarification is required. 








Page 2: Conclusions





” Interconnecting LEC’s are responsible for assigning CLLI codes to their respective POI facilities. A LEC may choose to use the switch CLLI where the switch is present at the interconnection point if the switch location and Point of Interconnection are coincident."





Comments


We are not too clear on the definition of "POI facilities". Is this the shared cost facilities between the two POIs? 


We are not too sure how does the first sentence relate to the second sentence or if they are in fact related.  


Some parties in the NTWG raised concern that even the switch location and the POI are coincident, the switch CLLI should not be used as a proxy for the POI CLLI.
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"The Colocating LEC is responsible to provide CLLI’s from its network up to the POI of another LEC."





Comments


Some parties had difficulty interpreting the above statement.


When two networks interconnect, two POIs are involved and between the two POIs is the Joint Build Facility. Clarification is required on the phrase "CLLI's from its network"; i.e. from which part of its network. Is it from its POI onwards? Are we talking about the Joint Build Facility? 


As there are two LECs involved and if both of them are "Colocating LECs" and they are connecting directly to one another, then both of them will be responsible to provide CLLI's from its network up to the POI of the other LEC. It is not clear which one has the responsibility.
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
