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Subject:  Spectrum Management - Deployment Guidelines





With the growth of xDSL based high-speed services provided on local loops, there is a high probability that these services can interfere with one another causing service degradation or total failure.





ANSI T1E1 approved Spectrum Management Standards in November, 2000. TAPAC has recently established a work program to update CS-03 Part VIII to include Spectrum Management requirements covered in the T1E1 standards. By adhering to the standards and deployment guidelines, different high-speed services/technologies such as xDSL can co-exist on local/unbundled loops within the same binder group.





A Spectrum Management TIF (NTTF008) in the NTWG has just been accepted by the CISC Steering Committee at its June 1, 2001 meeting. The objective of the task is to develop/adopt spectrum management technical specification and also produce deployment guidelines based on standards. These documents can then be used by CISC working groups such as Business Process and Network Operations to develop industry processes to manage spectrum interference.





As indicated, TAPAC has initiated a work program to review Canadian Network Protection requirements as they relate to spectrum management. The final output of the TIF will depend on completion of TAPAC work activities. 





At the June 1 NTWG meeting, Bell Canada submitted a contribution (NTCO131.doc) on xDSL Deployment Guidelines. These guidelines were derived from T1.417 - "Spectrum Management for Loop Transmission Systems". The NTWG agreed that this contribution should be sent to the relevant WGs in order to inform them of this activity and to allow these WGs to begin work as it is expected that the TAPAC guidelines would basically be the same as those found in T1.417.





In addition to NTCO131, the Spectrum Management TIF (NTTF008) is also attached for your reference.
