PURPOSE

This contribution provides TELUS’ comments and position with respect to the contribution (NTCO155) submitted by Bell Canada on the TT mapping and GTA replacement 10 DGTT looping prevention method.  

BACKGROUND

The TISWG and NTWG have discussed the issue of 10D GTT looping prevention in the LNP environment numerous times without reaching a consensus.  These discussions were suspended due to the lack of any imminent need and a desire for a clear direction from the T1S1 standards body.  TELUS acknowledges that the time to discuss this issue appears appropriate.  T1S1 has approved a standard and there appears to be an industry requirement.

TELUS POSITION

The past TI SWG, NP SWG and NT WG discussions identified numerous methods to prevent CCS7 message looping.    TELUS concludes that the recommendation put forth by NTCO155 is the best fit for the TELUS network at this time and considers it an efficient method from a network architecture perspective for the industry.

RECOMMENDATION

TELUS recommends that the use of “TT mapping and GTAI replacement at the 10D GTT node” method for CCS7 loop prevention be adopted as per the recommendations in NTCO 155.  
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
