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INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this contribution is to provide information regarding the latest Bell Canada AIN interface disclosure.

BACKGROUND

BID-0026, Specific AIN SS7 TCAP Protocol, specifies the technical requirements for interfacing an AIN Service Provider (ASP) network with the network of Bell Canada to provide the interconnection required for specific Advanced Intelligent Network (AIN) functionalities using the facilities of Signalling System Number 7 (SS7).  Conformance to the requirements specified in this document is intended to allow interoperability across the signaling interface.

Since the initial disclosure in March 1999, Bell Canada had made a number of revisions to the above interface specification, as a result of changes within Bell Canada’s network.  The latest revision was issued at end of April 2003.

Summary of Revision

The reasons for the revision include: 

· additional triggers such as Customer Dialing Plan, Off-Hook Immediate and Off-Hook Delay Triggers;

· additional messages which were in the exclusion list previously (e.g. Network_Busy, etc.; and 

· updates as a result of Telcordia documentation for AIN
