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Background

1. Paragraph 142 of Decision 2004-46 requires CISC to develop a solution to the problem of the underutilization of facilities used to provide 911 services by new entrants within 120 days of July 14, 2004.

142. The Commission finds that the record of this proceeding did not provide sufficient evidence to determine what, if any, revisions should be made to the 9-1-1 interconnecting trunking arrangements to satisfy the concerns of new entrants while ensuring public safety. The Commission directs Bell Canada and Cogeco, and any other party who is interested in the issue of 9-1-1 interconnecting trunking arrangements, to form a CISC 9-1-1 sub-committee to address this issue, with the intent of developing a solution, within 120 days from the date of this decision, that addresses the concern of underutilized facilities for new entrants, while ensuring that public safety is not compromised.
2. Xit telecom has been in contact with both Commission Staff as well as the chair of the 911 committee and signified its intention to participate in the 911 sub-committee.

3. In the course of several discussions, Xit telecom has come to the conclusion that the problem of the underutilization of facilities used by new entrants to provide 911 services is an issue that is related to network optimization that is entirely transparent to the PSAPs.

4. Xit telecom is of the opinion that the PSAPs have recently demonstrated that they do not feel involved with solving industry network cost optimization issues.

5. Xit telecom thus feels that the issues related to the mandate being assigned to CISC by the Commission to promptly develop a solution should be transferred to a subcommittee within the NTWG which should report to the NTWG as well as the 911 WG.

Conclusion

6. Xit telecom thus requests the NTWG to send a request to the Commission to transfer the activities related to the development of a solution from the 911 WG to the NTWG.

7. Xit telecom will participate in such an effort and will provide a contribution related to its point of view once the sub-committee has been formed.

8. Xit telecom requests the NTWG to develop an agenda to meet the 120 days constraint imposed by the Commission in Decision 2004-46.
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
