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TASK DESCRIPTION:


In Decision 97-8, the Commission directed CLECs to transit all 800/888 calls originating in their serving areas through the ILEC for determination of the appropriate 800/888 service provider, until alternative arrangements are in place, since only the ILEC has access to the Carrier Identification database today.

The Commission further directed CISC to investigate alternative arrangements for routing of 800/888 traffic.

WORK PLAN AND TIME-FRAMES:

The work plan for routing of 800/888 traffic was introduced at the first face-to-face Network Planning Sub-Working Group (NPSWG) meeting on June11, 1997.  The NPSWG considers the development of  alternative 800/888 routing arrangements to be a high priority.  Discussion of this topic was initiated at the face-to-face meeting on August 13, and completed on October 08, 1997.

On Jan 28, 98, the NPSWG decided to include in this task the analysis of the routing of 800 calls and related issues, following the CRTC directive to the CLEC’s for transiting all 800/888 calls originating in their serving areas trough the ILEC for the determination of the appropriate 800/888 service provider, until alternative arrangements are in place.

Aug 13
· Initial discussion of TIF 3 took place.  AT&T Canada LDS presented its contribution dated Aug 8 to the team (numbered NPCO042).  AT&T Canada’s submission emphasized the need to maintain ubiquity in 800 call origination in an environment of local competition.  The routing alternative proposed in AT&T Canada’s submission is for all LECs (including CLECs) to be provided access to the 800 Carrier Identification database, thereby allowing CLECs with direct interconnection with 800 Service Providers to route calls directly to those service providers, rather than transiting through the ILEC network.  In cases where direct connections do not exist, the transiting arrangement would be mandatory, so that ubiquitous call origination would not be compromised.

· Clearnet noted that AT&T Canada’s proposal would require the disclosure by Stentor of the 800 Carrier Identification TCAP interface.

· Stentor noted that, in addition to the alternative proposed by AT&T Canada, other 800 routing alternatives should also be considered.

· Stentor committed to providing a contribution on this TIF during the week of August 18.  

· Contributions from other parties are also invited.

2
Aug  20
· Metronet presented a Contribution (numbered NPCO043) fully supporting AT&T Canada’s position put forth in its contribution.

· Metronet noted that the 800/888 routing through a transiting arrangement via the ILEC will be supported as a tariffed service.

· Also Metronet noted that the alternative (access to the ILEC CI database) proposed by AT&T requires: 1) that the CLECs have access to CI database on an unbundled basis; 2) that interface specifications are available for access to the CI database; and  3) that a tariff is developed for access to the CI database.

· AT&T Canada noted that its proposed alternative will require from Stentor: 1) Disclosure of the 800/888 architecture.  2) Disclosure of the protocol (e.g. IN, AIN, etc.) used to access the Carrier Identification database.

· Metronet recommended that the activity required to support such a service begin as soon as possible.

· Clearnet proposed the opening of a Task Form in the TISWG.

· The Chair of the TISWG (Tony Chow) acknowledged this as a formal request.

· There was consensus within the competitors supporting Metronet’s Contribution.

· Stentor recognized the alternative (access to the ILEC CI database) proposed by AT&T as an option.

· Stentor indicated that it will initiate activities regarding this TIF soon (with a more concrete schedule to be provided before the end of the week).

· Stentor  later confirmed that it will issue a Contribution on alternate 800/888 carrier identification by the end of September.

· The TIF remains open for Contributions from other parties.

Aug 27
· Serials 1 and 2 were reviewed and agreed to.

· Tony Chow reported that the TISWG Task Identification Form associated with Alternative Routing for 800/888 Calls is their TIF #1.

4
Sep 24
· Contribution # NPCO076 was presented by the Competitors.

· Contribution # NPCO080 was presented by Stentor.

· The Competitors requested that Stentor provide all of the technical details required to facilitate access to their CI database as soon as possible, but in no event later that October 07, 1997.

· The Competitors stated that, in the longer term, access to the ILEC’s database for 800/888 service should be based on widely available public INAP (Intelligent Network Application Part) interface specifications such as the most current version of Bellcore AIN specifications or replacements thereto.

· Also, the Competitors requested that technical interface issues related to CI database access should be addressed by the Technical Interface Sub-Working Group.

· Stentor stated that no access to their CI database will be allowed.

· Stentor stated that the Competitors proposal doesn’t add any efficiencies.

· The Competitors stated that significant efficiencies were gained if their proposal was implemented, as it allows the CLECS to route 800/888 calls directly to the IXCs without the need of transiting via Stentor’s network.

· A state of non-consensus was reached and the Competitors decided to file a Dispute with the Commission.

· It was agreed that the Dispute Position Papers be filed by October 06, 1997.

· There was discussion of Competitiors acquiring their own SCPs either collectively or individually; these SCPs being populated by the North American SMS.

· Clearnet stated that it is not  possible for the Competitors to acquire collectively their own SCP while Stentor refuses to transit TCAP messages.

· Serial 4 was reviewed and agreed to.

· Consensus was reached (following a proposal from Metronet) for including in this task the analysis of the routing of 800/888 calls, following the CRTC directive to the CLEC’s for transiting all 800/888 calls originating in their serving areas trough the ILEC,  for the determination of the appropriate 800/888 service provider, until alternative arrangements are in place.

· Metronet asked why Metronet was requested (by all the Telcos they approached) to interconnect to the Local Tandem for the routing of 800/888 calls for the purpose of transiting these calls (originated in Metronet’s serving areas) through the ILEC for the determination of the appropriate 800/888 service provider. Metronet’s original request was to interconnect to the ILEC’s Toll Tandem.

· Stentor committed a response for the next face to face meeting.

· The NPSWG members agreed (following a proposal from Metronet) to discuss in the next face to face meeting whether Bill & Keep would apply to all these trunks carrying 800/888 originating calls.

· Changes made to the TIF were discussed.  Stentor to review the changes made to the TIF.

· Stentor stated that the only existing tariff is for interconnection to the gateway tandem.

· Stentor agreed to reconsider Metronet’s (Jan28) question and to answer it at the next meeting.

· Clearnet asked Stentor if there are any operational or technical limitations as to which tandem the calls get routed to.

Feb 18
· Stentor agreed to answer Clearnet’s question at the next meeting

14
Mar 04
· Stentor agreed with the changes made to the TIF.

15
Mar 04
· Stentor answered the pending questions as follows: “ At this point in time, there does not appear to be any technical issues in allowing CLEC access to the DMS-200 Toll Free Service SSP for the purpose of carrier selection.  However until such time the TISWG  determines the appropriate network interface requirements for the Toll Free Service, Stentor cannot provide the final determination at this time.

With respect to the operational issue, it is Stentor’s view that this matter should be referred to the NOSWG top determine inter-carrier operational issues.”

· In light of the 800/888 CRTC Decision, Clearnet requested Stentor to in form when the next 800/888 database re-design will take place.

· Stentor replied that they did not know when the next major re-design will occur.

· Clearnet asked Stentor when the last major re-design took place.

· Stentor answered that the last one was for the 800 portablility implementation.

· Clearnet requested that Stentor inform the Steering Committee when the next re-design would take place.

· Stentor stated that they are willing to participate in exploring the “National 800/888 database” option, however Stentor is of the opinion that a National 800/888 databse is not feasible, maintaining the same position as in their Dec/97 Comments on that respect.
