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TASK DESCRIPTION: 
To the extent that operational, interworking, or parametric issues may exist with the advent of technologies which manifest aspects of Terminal Mobility, this task will identify, confirm, and resolve issues associated with the advent of technologies which facilitate Terminal Mobility also commonly referred to as "roaming".



For the purpose of this TIF, Terminal Mobility is defined as the ability of a terminal to access telecommunication services from different locations and while in motion, and the capability of the network to identify and locate that terminal.
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CROSS IMPACTS:

Any TIF pertaining to intercarrier interconnection interfaces 

WORK PLAN AND TIME FRAMES:

For the purpose of this TIF, discussions will initially be based on the postulation that calls destined to a roaming terminal will be exchanged between carriers in the 'home exchange' associated with the mobile terminal.  The home exchange may be derived by the Central Office code of the subscriber's telephone number consistent with the one NPA-NXX per exchange rule prescribed in Decision 97-8 and reaffirmed in Telecom Order 97-1572.  For calls which are originated by the roaming terminal, the calls will nominally be routed towards the destination exchange in accordance with network interconnection rules without necessarily having to route the call back to the home exchange. 

The NTWG will address potential issues according to the following process:

· Members of the NTWG will identify potential issues.  Members which identify potential issues will define the scope and/or nature of the operational/parametric/internetworking issue and describe the situation the issue may arise as well as provide an analysis of the impact associated with the issue;
· The members of the NTWG will confirm the validity of the issue;
· The members of the NTWG will seek a resolution to the issue and augment and/or modify the affected specifications and/or guidelines (including other consensus documentation) accordingly (it is also possible that new specification(s) may be required);
· Solutions that are the object of a consensus by the NTWG will be documented accordingly and presented to the Steering Committee for approval;
· Where consensus cannot be reached, a status report will be submitted to the Steering Committee by the NTWG.

	Bell presented NTCO303, entitled “Wireless CLEC Equal Access”, dated March 2005.  In the contribution, Bell wrote that:  “The purpose of this contribution is to inform the industry that the standards for populating JIP to indicate originating location information are now available”.  Bell provided an excerpt from an NIIF document, which contains 7 rules for populating the JIP.
Keith Richardson noted that in Rule #3 the NIIF does not recommend proposing that the JIP parameter be mandatory.
Fido clarified that the JIP is to be used by the IXCs solely for the purpose of offering “distance sensitive billing plan”.  Fido added that one of its vendors already confirmed that the JIP can not be populated with cell-site information.  As specified in the NIIF document, the JIP could be populated with an NPA-NXX that is assigned in the LERG to the originating MSC.  However, this is not desirable when the originating MSC serves multiples exchanges.  Fido will validate this information with its other vendors.  Fido also recommended that IXCs should validate whether their billing systems would be able to read and interpret the JIP.
Fido also committed to provide the group with a letter that was sent by the Telecommunications Industry Association (TIA) to the NIIF, in November 2003, which list multiple technical reasons as to why the JIP can not be populated with cell-site information.

The group agreed to add an addendum to NTRE008.  Bell agreed to be the author for this addendum.
