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TASK DESCRIPTION:

The Canadian Steering Committee on Numbering (CSCN) has requested input from the Network Working Group (NTWG) with regard to network interconnection architecture arrangements that could support the use of telephone numbers from the 310, 610 and 810 Central Office (CO) Codes in all Canadian geographic Numbering Plan Areas (NPAs), in a competitively neutral, multi service provider environment.

The CSCN is currently working CNTF036 with the intended purpose of establishing a set of guidelines for the assignment, use and on-going administration of the numbers within the 310, 610 and 810 NXXs.  On June 26, 2001, the chairperson of CSCN submitted a written request to both the NTWG and Business Process Working Group (BPWG) seeking input as follows:

1. Identify and assess network technical and architectural issues related to carrier interfaces;

2. 310, 610 and 810 number resource database(s) and appropriate interaction mechanisms to support network provisioning, routing and, potentially, rating;

3. Potential use of and/or impact on Local Number Portability (LNP) database(s) and processes;

4. Business process issues;

5. Feasibility of developing an industry wide concept similar to toll free services and related funding issues; and,

6. Any other issues or pertinent information that the CSCN may not be aware of with respect to this issue.

The CSCN has requested input as soon as possible, preferably, by October 8, 2001, and if input cannot be provided by October, an indication as to when a complete response could be provided.

Identify and assess potential network and technical options for the continued support of existing services and call routing arrangements for which any or all of the 310, 610 and 810 CO Codes are currently used, as well as potential network and technical options to support the use of any or all of the 310, 610 and 810 CO Codes by multiple service providers within the same NPA.

Prepare response(s) to the CSCN.

21 Aug 2001
Tony Chow presented the proposed TIF on behalf of Bob Martin. TELUS expressed its concern on the use of the text "related funding issues" in item 5 in the Task Description, TELUS noted that funding issues are beyond the mandate of the NTWG. Parties agreed to use the phrase "cost impact" instead.

2
21 Aug 2001
Tony Chow indicated that Doug Birdwise agreed call in to provide clarification on the CSCN request. Due to problem with conference facilities, Doug was unable to participate. 

Louis Lepage provided a brief synopsis of his discussion with the Commission staff representative to the CSCN on this 310 referral. He noted that the CSCN expects the NTWG to develop scenarios and provide network architectural alternatives, including technical assessments and cost comparison.

AT&T indicated that it had submitted contribution to the CSCN on this subject. AT&T stated that the use of 310 by the ILEC is in violation with the numbering assignment guidelines and goes against 10 digit dialing practice in certain exchanges. AT&T indicated that the ILEC 310 services should be grandfathered and discontinued. Other parties noted that the referred work was requested by the CSCN in which AT&T is a member. Work should focus on the CSCN request.

Bell Canada clarified that traffic associated with its 310 services consists of both local and toll.  TELUS confirmed this as well with regard to its 310 traffic.

3
21 Aug 2001
Guy Robert presented NTCO144. Parties questioned the proposed network architecture given that the underlying service was still unclear. For example, the proposed toll interconnection arrangement would not be suitable to support a "local" service. Parties also were of the opinion that the scope of the CSCN request were too wide. It was some debate on who should be the service providers. The participants concluded that a letter should be sent from the NTWG to the CSCN requesting clarification on the scope of the work, forecast, potential service providers and service description.

4
11 Sept 2001
Serials 1, 2 and 3 were reviewed and agreed to with minor modifications.

5
11 Sept 2001
TELUS expressed its concern that matters included in the original request for input from CSCN but which are beyond the mandate of the NTWG, remain included in the Task Description.

Bob Martin indicated the rationale for not modifying the Task Description was that, as written, it simply reflected text taken from the CSCN's June 26, 2001 request.  However, prior to identifying and assessing any network or technical options, the intent is to review and come to an agreement within the NTWG as to which specific inputs requested by the CSCN do in fact fall within the NTWG's mandate.

It was agreed that once such agreement was reached within the NTWG, the Task Description would be revised to better reflect the actual work activities of the NTWG.  Until then, the TIF would be designated as "Draft".

6
11 Sept 2001
With regard to the Tony Chow's August 27, 2001 letter that was sent to the CSCN, Keith Richardson indicated that he had expected a request to be included for clarification as to what entities are eligible to obtain number assignments from the pool of 310 telephone numbers.

It was agreed that this issue could be raised with the CSCN subsequent to receiving a response to the NTWG's August 27, 2001 request for clarification of scope and forecast.

7
11 Sept 2001
Bob Martin suggested, and it was agreed, that NTWG work activities on this Task would be put on hold pending a response to the August 27, 2001 request for clarification.

8
02 Oct 2001
Serials 5, 6 and 7 were reviewed and agreed to.

9
05 March 2002
On February 14, 2002, Tony Chow received a note from Doug Birdwise, Chair of the CSCN.  It is indicated in the note that CSCN has been discussing CSCN TIF 36 regarding the use of numbers from 310, 610 and 810 CO Codes.  However, the CSCN has not been able to achieve a consensus agreement, and a dispute has been submitted by AT&T Canada on certain matters related to the TIF.

The CSCN has advised the NTWG that TIF 36 will remain open at the CSCN, the dispute process is underway, and the CSCN will contact the NTWG in the future if the CSCN requires any further inputs.
