· At 11:00 a.m., July 14, 2004 Eastern time, the Commission will release its decision pertaining to PN 2001-126, Trunking arrangements for the interchange of traffic and the point of interconnection between local exchange carriers.

· The Public Consultation for PN 2004-2, Regulatory framework for voice communication services using Internet Protocol is scheduled for September 21-23, 2004.
