May 29, 2006 Minutes

Minor amendments were submitted and implemented.  Final May 29 minutes are being distributed at the same time as these draft minutes. 

Will Rollout Schedule be Locked?

 David Farnes of the CWTA emailed the following request on May 31: 

One point the CWTA WNP implementation team would like clarified is as follows. Once the WNP implementation schedule is filed on August 16th (or perhaps more accurately – once the schedule is approved by the CRTC), will the rollout schedule be “locked”? We are concerned that the existing LNP process could create a situation where an exchange identified on the post March 14th rollout schedule could be added to the schedule of exchanges to become LNP capable prior to March 14th. Exchanges should really only appear in one of three categories – 1) LNP capable; 2) will become LNP capable by March 14, 2007; or 3) will become LNP capable after March 14, 2007. We need to lock down the category in which every exchange appears well in advance of March 14th and it would be ideal to lock this down in August. Our plan calls for the “bulk” porting of leased line ranges to begin in October (with testing of this process in September).

Bill Mason of the CRTC indicated that it is reasonable to freeze the schedule after it is approved by the Commission.  

Doug Kwong asked if the list of portable exchanges would still change due to existing processes (i.e. the “CLEC” method of converting an exchange to portable) and if the bulk porting process would affect the schedule.

Sam Yung indicated that there are overlapping processes to convert an exchange to LNP-capable, i.e. 1) the existing CLEC process; 2) the WNP schedule; 3) CRTC rulings.  Sam also suggested that the bulk porting process should only apply to LNP-capable exchanges.  

Doug Kwong invited all attendees to review report RORE003B, included with these minutes.  The URL to this report is:

George Hearn submitted that the main driver will be wireless, i.e. wireless-to-wireless porting.  It will likely be different than a CLEC-requested exchange conversion to LNP-capable, i.e. opening up a switch is not a gating issue.  WSPs have POIs already (versus requiring a joint build operation) and therefore hopefully it is just development of switch translations.  There may also be new “A” (SS7 Access) links between the carrier and STP for LNP dipping [to LSMS].  George also provided an example of Edmonton: the Edmonton exchange is LNP-capable, but not the surrounding exchanges within the Edmonton LCA.  Should all exchanges within the Edmonton LCA be converted to LNP-capable?  

Henry Yabar provided that the capacity of ILECs is stated within the RORE003B report. 
Saskatchewan Rollout
CRTC TD 2005-72 ordered WNP/LNP in all existing LNP-capable exchanges plus in Regina and Saskatoon.  Saskatoon became LNP-capable on May 1, 2006.  Kevin Florence indicated that this was CLEC-driven and that he expects Regina to be LNP-capable in the October 2006 time frame.
