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FOREWORD 
 
 
Since its creation in 1970, the Music Division of the National Library of Canada has increased its 
efforts to offer researchers in this discipline documentation which reflects the activity of the 
Canadian musical circle.  The Division's archival holdings on composers, for example, 
encompass musical manuscripts representing all the creative trends of the 20th century, including 
the post-romantic works of Rodolphe Mathieu, the serial music of Barbara Pentland and the 
multi-media creations of Istvan Anhalt, to name just a few. 

Acquisition of the Randy Bachman Holdings, an initiative of Music Division Director Dr. S. 
Timothy Maloney, is part of the same drive toward musical plurality.  It also marks a 
breakthrough into the rock music world, an area which has been too little explored by 
musicologists to date.  More than eight linear metres of textual documents and hundreds of hours 
of recorded sound await researchers, who will discover that this most popular Canadian artist of 
his generation is not just a musician concerned about production quality, but also an astute 
businessman, as evinced by the significant documentary mass generated by his numerous music 
companies. 

This numerical list is the result of painstaking work by Music Division archivist and consultant 
Stéphane Jean.  We are indebted to him for his completion of the processing and description of 
one of the Division's most voluminous fonds, and for giving us a prototype standard numerical 
list. 

We also wish to acknowledge the contribution of our Recorded Sound and VideoCollection 
colleagues in bringing this project to fruition.  The expertise of Richard Green and Gilles Saint-
Laurent in the audiovisual field certainly facilitated the editing of the "K" series. 

Finally, our thanks go to the National Library Marketing and Publishing team, particularly 
Chantal Gauthier and Pierre Ostiguy, who have again favoured us with a meticulously revised and 
extremely well laid-out publication, and to Michel Forand who has tranlated the work into 
English.

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INTRODUCTION 

 
 
This finding aid, which describes the fonds through the files it contains, belongs in the category of 
numerical lists.  Descriptive notes have been prepared for the overall presentation of the fonds as 
well as for each series.  The various levels of description thus enable researchers to find the 
information they seek by proceeding from the general to the particular. 
 
The descriptive notes for each file include a file code, the title, the inclusive dates, the type of record 
(textual records, audio discs, photographs, etc.), the number or linear quantity of textual records, the 
number of iconographic, audio or video records, a description of the contents of the file when it 
contains different types of records, and a section reserved for notes, containing information about 
restrictions to file access and about the nature of the records (original and copies); in the case of 
audio recordings, the reference number is shown.  In addition to these elements, the presentations of 
both the fonds and the various series include a biographical sketch (fonds only), as well as 
comments about the scope of the records and about the classification peculiarities of some of the 
series. 
 
The present finding aid does not contain any file marked “undated.” Whenever undated records 
were encountered, a date was attributed, using one of the following forms:  [1969?]: probable date; 
[ca. 1978]: approximate date; [197-]: decade known; [197-?]: decade unknown.

The numerical list is complemented by an index of titles and proper names and an index of files.  
The first lists the names of individuals, musical groups, and companies; the titles of radio or 
television broadcasts; and song titles.  The references in this index are to file, not page, numbers.  In 
the index, the first two elements of the file number have been omitted for simplicity (for example, 
MUS 219/H1/3,4 becomes H1/3,4).  The index of files matches file codes with box numbers. 
 
The design of this finding aid is based on standards prescribed in Rules for Archival Description, 
prepared by the Bureau of Canadian Archivists.

Biographical Sketch 
 
Born in Winnipeg in 1943, guitarist Randy Bachman began his artistic career in 1958 with his first 
group, Mickey Brown and the Velvetones.  Aged 12, the young artist performed in schools and 
churches, as well as at various functions.  A talented musician, he played in several pop music 
groups.  In 1965, he formed the rock group Guess Who with singer, pianist, and guitarist Chad 
Allan; bass guitarist Jim Kale; and percussionist Garry Peterson.  That same year, just before Chad 
Allan's departure from the group, singer and pianist Burton Cummings joined Guess Who.  The 
group achieved several hits (Laughing, Undun, American Woman, No Time, No Sugar Tonight, etc.) 
and at the end of the 1960s began a tour of Great Britain and the United States.  In 1969, sales of the 
ballad These Eyes reached over one million copies.  Randy Bachman left the Guess Who in 1970 
and formed the group Brave Belt with Chad Allan and percussionist Robin Bachman.  In 1971, 
singer and bass guitarist Fred Turner joined the group, whose second album, Brave Belt II, was 
produced that year.  With the arrival in 1972 of guitarist Tim Bachman and the departure of Chad 
Allan, the group chose a new name - Bachman-Turner Overdrive, also known as BTO - and adopted 
a much more aggressive music style.  Now famous, BTO performed in Canada, the United States, 
Europe, and Japan.  Among the group's hits were Blue Collar, Let It Ride, Takin' Care of Business, 
You Ain't Seen Nothin' Yet, Hey You, and My Wheels Won't Turn.  In 1977, Randy Bachman 
resumed his solo career as a guitarist and recorded his second solo album, Survivor.  Two years 
later, he formed the group Ironhorse.  In 1983, Bachman resumed his musical activities with the 
group Bachman-Turner Overdrive.  During his career, Bachman also worked as record producer and 
artistic adviser. 
 
Scope and Content 
 
The records contained in the fonds are mainly related to the musical activities of Randy Bachman 
and of various groups such as Guess Who, Brave Belt, BTO, Ironhorse, Union, Trooper, Noah, 
Hammersmith, BMX, and Original Crayons (Carmel).  In addition, the fonds contains numerous 
records pertaining to Bachman's business activities in association with his companies - e.g., R.C.B. 
Ltd., Legend Records Ltd., Legend Records Inc., Survivor Music Ltd., Brave Belt Ltd., and R.B. 
Music Ltd.  The Randy Bachman archive thus offers several avenues for research since it deals with 
the activities of both an individual and several music groups and companies.  Through the many 
records found in the fonds, the researcher has access to an important period in the history of popular 
music in Canada. 
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The fonds contains, among other things, biographical and historical sketches, correspondence, 
contracts, proceedings, scores and lyrics, copyright-related records, press releases, hit-parade lists, 
awards and certificates of honour, legal records, annotated calendars, tour itineraries, logos, posters, 
stage passes, performance tickets, financial records (ledgers, journals, accounting records, voucher 
registers, royalties, account analyses, financial reports, bank statements, payment registration forms, 
wage sheets, receipt books, etc.), concert programs, publicity, disc jacket covers, press clippings, 
photographs (mainly of Randy Bachman and his music groups), as well as audio and audio-visual 
recordings of several artists and music groups (including Bachman himself, Frank Ludwig, Denise 
McCann, Guess Who, Brave Belt, BTO, Ironhorse, Union, Carmel, Trooper, Noah, Cowboys 
International, BMX, and The Beach Boys).
