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INTRODUCTION

“1979 Immigration Statistics” has been produced by the Immigration and Demographic
Policy Group, Employment and Immigration Canada. This report is planned to cover in
15 tables those aspects of immigration that are of greatest interest.

During the 112 years since Confederation, Canada has admitted 11,142,199 immigrants.
The 1979 total of 112,096 reflects an increase of 29.9% compared with the previous year,
and was 25% below the average of immigration to Canada over the previous ten years.

COUNTRY OF FORMER RESIDENCE

During 1979, immigrants from the Vietnam Socialist Republic numbered 19,859
representing 17.7% of the total, making Vietnam the major source country. Other large
groups came from Britain, 12,853 — 11.5%; U.S.A., 9,617 — 8.6%; Hong Kong, 5,966 —
5.3%; India, 4,517 — 4% ; Laos, 3,903 — 3.5%; Philippines, 3,873 — 3.5%.

OCCUPATION AND DESTINATION

During 1979, 48,234 immigrants were destined to the labour force, representing 43%
of the total immigration movement for that year.

Of all the workers who came to Canada in 1979, 24.6% were classed in the professional
or managerial categories, 27.5% in the manufacturing, mechanical or construction trades,
15.7% in the clerical, commercial or financial occupations, 8.2% in service occupations,
3.3% in agriculture, and other occupations, 20.7%.

Ontario continued to attract the greatest number of arrivals 51,947, Quebec with 19,522
was second, and British Columbia with 16,586 was third. The Prairie Provinces received
20,441, the Atlantic Provinces 3,323, and the Yukon and Northwest Territories 208, and 69
were not stated.

AGE, SEX AND MARITAL STATUS

Female immigrants exceeded males by 2,450. In the unmarried category, there were
5,059 more males than females. Females exceeded males in the married category by 3,464
in the widowed category by 3,463, divorced by 333, and separated by 249. Among the men,
those aged 20 to 24 made up the largest group totalling 8,128. For women, the largest group
was those aged 20 to 24, of which there were 9,372. Of all persons arriving in 1979, who
were 15 years of age or more, 58.9% were married, and 8.1% were widowed, divorced or
separated.

INTRODUCTION

La publication intitulée “‘Statistiques d’immigration — 1979, mise au point par Politi-
que de I'immigration et de la démographie, Emploi et Immigration du Canada expose en
15 tableaux statistiques les aspects les plus intéressants de I'immigration.

Au cours des 112 années qui ont suivi la Confédération, le Canada a accueilli 11,142,199
immigrants. Le total de 1979, soit 112,096, indique une augmentation de 29.9% par rapport
4 1978 et de 25% au regard de la moyenne enregistrée au cours des dix années precé-
dentes, au chapitre de I'immigration au Canada.

DERNIER PAYS DE RESIDENCE

Au cours de 1979, 19,859 immigrants sont venus de la République Socialiste du
Viét-Nam, soit 17.7% du total, ce qui en fait le principal pays source. D’autres groupes
importants sont venus des endroits suivants: Grande-Bretagne, 12,853 (11.5%); Etats-Unis,
9,617 (8.6%); Hong Kong, 5,966 (5.3%); Inde, 4,517 (4%); Laos, 3,903 (3.5%); Philippines,
3,873 (3.5%).

PROFESSION ET DESTINATION

Au cours de 1979, 48,234 travailleurs immigrants comptaient exercer un emploi au
Canada et représentaient 43% du mouvement total d’immigration pour cette année-la.

De tous les travailleurs venus au Canada en 1979, 24.6% exergaient une profession
libérale ou administrative, 27.5% un métier dans la fabrication, la mécanique ou le bati-
ment, 15.7% des emplois de bureau, du commerce ou de la finance, 8.2% des emplois
dans le secteur des services; 3.3% étaient des travailleurs agricoles et 20.7% exergaient
d’autres professions.

L’Ontario a continué d’attirer le plus grand nombre d’immigrants, soit 51,947. Le
Québec vient au second rang avec 19,522 immigrants suivi de la Colombie-Britannique
avec 16,586 des provinces des Prairies, 20,441, des provinces de I’Atlantique, 3,323 du
Yukon et des Territoires du Nord-Ouest, 208, et 69, non précisé.

AGE, SEXE ET ETAT MATRIMONIAL

Le nombre des femmes immigrantes a dépassé de 2,450 celui des hommes. Cependant,
dans la catégorie des célibataires, on compte 5,059 hommes de plus que de femmes. Par
contre, dans la catégorie des gens mariés, il y a 3,464 femmes de plus que d’hommes. 11y
avait 3,463 veuves de plus que de veufs, 333 femmes divorcées de plus et 249 femmes
séparées de plus que d’hommes. Chez ces derniers, le groupe d’age de 20 a 24 ans était
le plus important, soit un total de 8,128. Chez les femmes, le groupe d’age le plus nombreux
était celui de 20 a 24 ans, et on en comptait 9,372. De tous les arrivants en 1979, &4gés de
15 ans et plus, 58.9% étaient mariés et 8.1% étaient veufs, divorcés ou séparés.
