As the Land Administrator you will be reporting to Territorial Land 
Administrator working to provide assistance on land negotiations and presenting detailed advice 
to Community Land Agents.  You will review politically sensitive community land management 
issues and recommend appropriate course of action, review by-laws submitted from 
municipalities for the acquisition of lands, prepare land leases and ensure that all land 
administration programs and services are provided in accordance with various legislative 
requirements including the Commissioner’s Land Act’s and Regulations. 
 
The successful candidate will have a degree in land management or a High School Diploma with 
relevant experience. Conflict resolution and arbitration skills are essential.  Excellent oral and 
written communication skills are required.  The ability to work independently and be able to 
interpret procedures, policies, directives and agreements is required. In addition must have 
excellent microcomputer skills including spreadsheet applications, database and word 
processing.  The ability to speak Inuktitut/Inuinnaqtun is considered an asset.  Knowledge of Inuit 
language, communities, culture, land and Inuit Qaujimajatuqangit is an asset. 
 
Equivalencies that consist of a combination of education, knowledge, skills and abilities to formal 
education and experience requirements will be considered.
