Under the direction of the Supervisor of Community Health Programs this position works within the 
context of Primary Health care to improve the capacity of clients to “adapt to, respond to or control, life’s 
challenges and changes”.  
 
The successful candidate must have a Bachelor of Nursing or a Diploma in nursing combined with other 
equivalencies or related experiences such as, Nurse Practioner certification, a certificate in Public Health, 
or experience in a related position where strong assessment skills have been demonstrated.  Ability to 
perform basic nursing, advanced nursing practices, basic laboratory work, basic radiology, pharmacy, and 
sanctioned/transferred medical functions (e.g., suturing), and have current CPR certification.   
  
Possession of one or more of the following would be preferable: Basic Trauma Life Support (BTLS), 
Advanced Cardiac Life Support(ACLS) Neonatal Resuscitation (NALS) fetal monitoring, pelvic 
examinations, labour and delivery experience with advanced obstetrical training. Candidate must have 
excellent interpersonal skills and ability to work independently. Registration, or eligibility for registration, 
with the NWTRNA also required. 
 
Knowledge of Inuit language, communities, culture, land and Inuit Qaujimajatuqangit is an asset. 
 
This position is included in the Nunavut Employees Union and has a salary range of $73,398 - $83,285 per 
annum, plus a Northern Allowance range of $15,475 per annum.
