Dr. Hamilton Hall, Canada's leading expert on back and neck pain, will be giving
two public presentations in Whitehorse. Dr. Hall is known as “Canada’s Back
Doctor” and is the author of The Back Doctor, More Advice from the Back Doctor,
Better Backs in 30 Days, The New Back Doctor, and The Canadian Back
Institute Method to End Your Back and Neck Pain.
